Exceptions to this representation
include responses to subpoenas by law
enforcement; by federal, state or local gov-
ernment; in connection with or arising out of
litigation involving MBUSA or its subsidiaries
and affiliates; or, as required by law.

For example, if, in the event of an accident,
the protection offered by the seat belt is suf-
ficient, the air bags are not deployed. When
an accident occurs, only the air bags that
increase protection in that particular accident
situation are deployed. However, seat belts
and air bags generally do not protect against
objects penetrating the vehicle from the out-
side.
Information on restraint system operation
can be found under "Triggering of the Emer-
gency Tensioning Device and air bags"
(: page 56).

Modifications to the restraint system may
cause it to no longer work as intended. The
restraint system may then not perform its
intended protective function andmay fail in an
accident or trigger unexpectedly, for example.
This poses an increased risk of injury or even
fatal injury.
Never modify parts of the restraint system.
Never tamper with the wiring, the electronic
components or their software.
If it is necessary tomodify an air bag system to
accommodate a person with disabilities, con-
tact an authorized Mercedes-Benz Center for
details.

Restraint system warning lamp
The functions of the restraint system are
checked after the ignition is switched on and
at regular intervals while the engine is run-
ning. Therefore, malfunctions can be detec-
ted in good time.
The³ restraint system warning lamp in
the instrument cluster lights upwhen the igni-
tion is switched on. It goes out no later than a
few seconds after the engine is started. The
components of the restraint system are in
operational readiness.
A malfunction has occurred if the³
restraint system warning lamp:
Zdoes not light up after the ignition is
switched on

Zdoes not go out after a few seconds with
the engine running

Zlights up again while the engine is running

( WARNING
If restraint system is malfunctioning, restraint
system components may be triggered unin-
tentionally or might not be triggered at all in
the event of an accident with a high rate of
vehicle deceleration. This can affect the Emer-
gency Tensioning Device or air bag, for exam-
ple. This poses an increased risk of injury or
even fatal injury.
Have the restraint system checked and
repaired in a qualified specialist workshop as
soon as possible.

PASSENGER AIR BAG indicator lamp

PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator lamp`
and PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lampa are part of the Occupant Classifica-
tion System (OCS).
The indicator lamps display the status of the
front-passenger front air bag.
ZPASSENGER AIR BAG ON` lights up: the
front-passenger front air bag is enabled. If,
in the event of an accident, all deployment
criteria are met, the front-passenger front
air bag is deployed.

ZPASSENGER AIR BAG OFFa lights up: the
front-passenger front air bag is deactiva-
ted. They will then not be deployed in the
event of an accident.
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Depending on the person in the front-
passenger seat, the front-passenger front air
bag must either be disabled or enabled; see
the following points. You must make sure of
this both before and during a journey.
ZChildren in a child restraint system:
whether the front-passenger front air bag is
enabled or deactivated depends on the
installed child restraint system, and the age
and size of the child. Therefore, be sure to
observe the notes on the "Occupant clas-
sification system (OCS)" (: page 51) and
on "Children in the vehicle" (: page 59).
There you will also find instructions on
backwards- and forwards-facing child
restraint systems on the front-passenger
seat.

ZAll other persons: depending on the clas-
sification of the person in the front-
passenger seat, the front-passenger front
air bag is enabled or deactivated
(: page 51). Be sure to observe the notes
on "Seat beltsñ (: page 44) and "Air bags"
(: page 48). There you can also find infor-
mation on the correct seat position.

Seat belts

Introduction
A correctly fastened seat belt is the most
effective means of restraining the movement
of vehicle occupants in the event of an acci-
dent or overturn. This reduces the risk of
vehicle occupants coming into contact with
parts of the vehicle interior or being thrown
from the vehicle. Furthermore, the seat belt
helps to keep the vehicle occupants in the
best position in relation to the air bag.
The seat belt system consists of:
ZSeat belts
ZEmergency Tensioning Devices for the
front seat belts and the outer seat belts in
the rear compartment

ZBelt force limiters for the front seat belts
and the outer seat belts in the rear

If the seat belt is pulled quickly or suddenly
from the belt sash guide, the inertia reel
locks. The belt strap cannot be pulled out fur-
ther.
Emergency Tensioning Devices tighten the
seat belts in an accident, pulling them close
against the occupant's body. They do not,
however, pull vehicle occupants back
towards the backrest.
Emergency Tensioning Devices do not cor-
rect an incorrect seat position or incorrectly
worn seat belts.
When activated, the belt force limiters reduce
the force exerted by the seat belt on the vehi-
cle occupants.
The belt force limiters for the front seats are
synchronized with the front air bags, which
absorb part of the deceleration force. This
makes it possible to reduce the forces to
which vehicle occupants are subjected during
an accident.

! If the front-passenger seat is unoccupied,
do not insert the belt tongue into the buckle
of the front-passenger seat. This may oth-
erwise lead to the triggering of the Emer-
gency Tensioning Device in the event of an
accident, which will then need to be
replaced.

Important safety notes
The use of seat belts and child restraint sys-
tems is required by law in:
Zall 50 states
Zthe U.S. territories
Zthe District of Columbia
Zall Canadian provinces
Even where this is not required by law, all
vehicle occupants should correctly fasten
their seat belts before starting the journey.

( WARNING
If the seat belt is incorrectly fastened, it can-
not protect as intended. Furthermore, an
incorrectly fastened seat belt can cause addi-
tional injury, for example, in an accident, dur-
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ing braking or when abruptly changing direc-
tion. This poses an increased risk of injury or
even fatal injury.
Make sure that all vehicle occupants are
seated properly with a correctly fastened seat
belt.

( WARNING
The seat belt does not offer the intended level
of protection if you have not moved the back-
rest to an almost vertical position. When brak-
ing or in the event of an accident, you could
slide underneath the seat belt and sustain
abdomen or neck injuries, for example. This
poses an increased risk of injury or even fatal
injury.
Adjust the seat properly before beginning
your journey. Always ensure that the backrest
is in an almost vertical position and that the
shoulder section of your seat belt is routed
across the center of your shoulder.

( WARNING
Persons under 5 ft (1.50 m) in height cannot
fasten the seat belt correctly without an addi-
tional suitable restraint system. If the seat
belt is incorrectly fastened, it cannot protect
as intended. Furthermore, an incorrectly fas-
tened seat belt can cause additional injury, for
example, in an accident, during braking or an
abrupt change of direction. This poses an
increased risk of injury or even fatal injury.
For this reason, always secure persons under
5 ft (1.50 m) in height in suitable restraint
systems.

If a child younger than 12 years and under 5 ft
(1.50 m) in height is traveling in the vehicle:
Zalways secure the child in a child restraint
system suitable for this Mercedes-Benz
vehicle. The child restraint system must be
appropriate to the age, weight and size of
the child

Zalways observe the instructions and safety
notes in the "Children in the vehicle" sec-
tion of this Operator's Manual

(: page 59) in addition to the child
restraint system manufacturer's installa-
tion instructions

Zbe sure to observe the instructions and
safety notes on the "Occupant classifica-
tion system (OCS)" (: page 51)

( WARNING
The seat belts may not perform their intended
protective function if:
Zthey are damaged, modified, extremely
dirty, bleach or dyed

Zthe seat belt buckle is damaged or
extremely dirty

Zthe Emergency Tensioning Devices, belt
anchorages or inertia reels have beenmodi-
fied

Seat belts may sustain non-visible damage in
an accident, e.g. due to glass splinters. Modi-
fied or damaged seat belts may tear or fail,
e.g. in an accident. Modified Emergency Ten-
sioning Devices could accidentally trigger or
fail to deploy when necessary. This poses an
increased risk of injury or even fatal injury.
Never modify the seat belts, Emergency Ten-
sioning Devices, belt anchorages or inertia
reels. Make sure that the seat belts are
undamaged, not worn out and clean. Follow-
ing an accident, have the seat belts checked
immediately at a qualified specialist work-
shop.

Only use seat belts that have been approved
for your vehicle by Mercedes-Benz. Any such
modifications could invalidate the vehicle's
general operating permit.

Proper use of the seat belts
Observe the safety notes on the seat belt
(: page 44).
All vehicle occupants must be wearing the
seat belt correctly before beginning the jour-
ney. Also make sure that all vehicle occu-
pants are always wearing the seat belt cor-
rectly while the vehicle is in motion.
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When fastening the seat belt, always make
sure that:
Zthe seat belt tongue is only inserted to the
belt buckle belonging to that seat.

Zthe seat belt is tight across your body.
Avoid wearing bulky clothing, e.g. a winter
coat.

Zthe seat belt is not twisted.
Only then can the forces which occur be
distributed over the area of the belt.

Zthe shoulder section of the belt is always
routed across the center of your shoulder.
The shoulder section of the belt must not
come into contact with your neck or be
routed under your arm. Where possible,
adjust the seat belt to the appropriate
height.

Zthe lap belt passes tightly and as low down
as possible across your lap.
The lap belt must always be routed across
your hip joints and not across your abdo-
men. This applies particularly to pregnant
women. If necessary, push the lap belt
down to your hip joint and pull it tight using
the shoulder section of the belt.

Zthe seat belt is not routed across sharp,
pointed or fragile objects.
If you have such items located on or in your
clothing, e.g. pens, keys or eyeglasses,
store these in a suitable place.

Zonly one person is using a seat belt at a
time.
Infants and children must never travel sit-
ting on the lap of a vehicle occupant. In the
event of an accident, they could be crushed
between the vehicle occupant and seat
belt.

Zobjects are never secured with a seat belt if
the seat belt is also being used by one of the
vehicle's occupants.

Seat belts are only intended to secure and
restrain vehicle occupants. Always observe
the "Loading guidelines" for securing objects,
luggage or loads (: page 298).

Fastening and adjusting the seat belts
Please take note of the safety notes on seat
belts (: page 44) and the notes on their cor-
rect use (: page 45).
If the center rear seat belt is used, observe
the information about the seat belt for the
center rear seat (: page 47).

9 Adjust the seat (: page 108).
The seat backrest must be in an almost
upright position.

9 Pull the seat belt smoothly out of belt outlet
Å and engage belt tonguea in buckle`.
The driver's and front-passenger's seat
belts are automatically pulled taut as
required, see ñBelt adjustmentò
(: page 47).

9 If necessary, pull upwards on the shoulder
section of the seat belt to tighten the belt
across your body.
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The shoulder section of the belt must always
run over the center of the shoulder. Adjust the
belt outlet if necessary.
9 To raise: slide the belt outlet upwards.
The belt outlet engages in various posi-
tions.

9 To lower: slide the belt outlet downward,
pressing belt outlet release catch`.

9 Once the desired position has been
reached, release belt outlet release
catch` and ensure the belt outlet
engages in place.

All seat belts in the vehicle, except the driv-
er's seat belt, are equippedwith a special seat
belt retractor to secure child restraint sys-
tems properly. Further information can be
found under "Special seat belt retractor"
(: page 60).

Seat belt for the center rear seat
If the left-hand rear seat backrest is folded
down and back up again, the rear center seat
belt may lock. The seat belt can then not be
pulled out.
9 To release the rear center seat belt: pull
the seat belt out approximately 1 in
(25 mm) at the belt outlet on the backrest
and then release it again.
The seat belt is retracted and released.

Releasing seat belts

! Make sure that the seat belt is fully rolled
up. Otherwise, the seat belt or belt tongue
will be trapped in the door or in the seat
mechanism. This could damage the door,
the door trim panel and the seat belt. Dam-
aged seat belts can no longer fulfill their
protective function and must be replaced.
Visit a qualified specialist workshop.

9 Press release button`, hold belt
tonguea firmly and guide it back towards
belt outletÅ.

Seat belt adjustment
The seat-belt adjustment is an integral part of
the PRE-SAFEÈ convenience function. This
function adjusts the driver's and front-
passenger seat belt to the upper body of the
occupants.
The belt strap is tightened slightly when:
Zthe belt tongue is engaged in the buckle
and

Zthe ignition is switched on
The seat-belt adjustment will apply a certain
tightening force if any slack is detected
between the vehicle occupant and the seat
belt. Do not hold on to the seat belt tightly
while it is adjusting.
You can switch the seat-belt adjustment on
and off using COMAND or Audio 20. Informa-
tion on activating and deactivating the seat-
belt adjustment function can be found in the
Digital Operator's Manual or in the separate
COMAND or Audio 20 operating instructions.
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Belt warning for the driver and front
passenger
The´ seat belt warning lamp in the instru-
ment cluster is a reminder that all occupants
must fasten their seat belts. It may light up
continuously or flash. In addition, there may
be a warning tone.
Regardless of whether the driver's and front-
passenger seat belts have already been fas-
tened, the´ seat belt warning lamp lights
up for six seconds each time the engine is
started. If, after six seconds, the driver or
front-passenger seat belt has not been fas-
tened and the doors are closed, the´ seat
belt warning lamp lights up. As soon as the
driver's and front-passenger seat belts are
fastened or a front door is opened again, the
´ seat belt warning lamp goes out.
If the driver's seat belt is not fastened after
the engine is started, an additional warning
tone will sound. This warning tone stops after
six seconds or when the driver's seat belt is
fastened.
If the vehicle's speed exceeds 15 mph
(25 km/h) once and the driver's and front-
passenger seat belts are not fastened, a
warning tone sounds. A warning tone also
sounds with increasing intensity for
60 seconds or until the driver or front
passenger have fastened their seat belts.
If the driver or front passenger unfasten their
seat belts during the journey, the seat belt
warning is activated again.

d For more information on the´ seat
belt warning lamp, see "Warning and indi-
cator lamps in the instrument cluster, seat
belts" (: page 284).

Air bags

Introduction
The installation point of an air bag can be rec-
ognized by the AIR BAG symbol.
An air bag complements the correctly fas-
tened seat belt. It is no substitute for the seat

belt. The air bag provides additional protec-
tion in applicable accident situations.
Not all air bags are deployed in an accident.
The different air bag systems function inde-
pendently from one another (: page 56).
However, no system available today can com-
pletely eliminate injuries and fatalities.
It is also not possible to rule out a risk of injury
caused by an air bag due to the high speed at
which the air bag must be deployed.

Important safety notes

( WARNING
If you do not sit in the correct seat position,
the air bag cannot protect as intended and
could even cause additional injury when
deployed. This poses an increased risk of
injury or even fatal injury.
To avoid hazardous situations, always make
sure that all of the vehicle's occupants:
Zhave fastened their seat belts correctly,
including pregnant women

Zare sitting correctly andmaintain the great-
est possible distance to the air bags

Zfollow the following instructions
Always make sure that there are no objects
between the air bag and the vehicle's occu-
pants.

ZAdjust the seats properly before beginning
your journey. Always make sure that the
seat is in an almost upright position. The
center of the head restraint must support
the head at about eye level.

ZMove the driver's and front-passenger
seats as far back as possible. The driver's
seat position must allow the vehicle to be
driven safely.

ZOnly hold the steering wheel on the out-
side. This allows the air bag to be fully
deployed.

ZAlways lean against the backrest while driv-
ing. Do not lean forwards or lean against
the door or side window. You may other-
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wise be in the deployment area of the air
bags.

ZAlways keep your feet in the footwell in
front of the seat. Do not put your feet on the
dashboard, for example. Your feet may oth-
erwise be in the deployment area of the air
bag.

ZFor this reason, always secure persons less
than 5 ft (1.50 m) tall in suitable restraint
systems. Up to this height, the seat belt
cannot be worn correctly.

If a child is traveling in your vehicle, also
observe the following notes:
ZAlways secure children under 12 years of
age and less than 5 ft (1.50 m) in height in
suitable child restraint systems.

ZChild restraint systems should be installed
on the rear seats.

ZOnly secure a child in a rearward-facing
child restraint system to the front-
passenger seat when the front-passenger
front air bag is disabled. If the PASSENGER
AIR BAGOFF indicator lamp is permanently
lit, the front-passenger front air bag is dis-
abled (: page 43).

ZAlways observe the instructions and safety
notes on the "Occupant Classification Sys-
tem (OCS)" (: page 51) and on "Children
in the vehicle" (: page 59) in addition to
the child restraint system manufacturer's
installation instructions.

Objects in the vehicle interior may pre-
vent the air bag from functioning cor-
rectly. Before starting your journey and to
avoid risks resulting from the speed of the air
bag as it deploys, make sure that:
Zthere are no people, animals or objects
between the vehicle occupants and an air
bag.

Zthere are no objects between the seat, door
and B-pillar.

Zno hard objects, e.g. coat hangers, hang on
the grab handles or coat hooks.

Zno accessories, such as cup holders, are
attached to the vehicle within the deploy-

ment area of an air bag, e.g. to doors, side
windows, rear side trim or side walls.

Zno heavy, sharp-edged or fragile objects
are in the pockets of your clothing. Store
such objects in a suitable place.

( WARNING
If you modify the air bag cover or affix objects
such as stickers to it, the air bag can no longer
function correctly. There is an increased risk
of injury.
Never modify an air bag cover or affix objects
to it.

( WARNING
Sensors to control the air bags are located in
the doors. Modifications or work not per-
formed correctly to the doors or door panel-
ing, as well as damaged doors, can lead to the
function of the sensors being impaired. The air
bags might therefore not function properly
any more. Consequently, the air bags cannot
protect vehicle occupants as they are
designed to do. There is an increased risk of
injury.
Never modify the doors or parts of the doors.
Always have work on the doors or door pan-
eling carried out at a qualified specialist work-
shop.

Front air bags

Driver's air bag` inflates in front of the
steering wheel; front-passenger front air
baga inflates in front of and above the glove
box.
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The front air bags for the front seats offer
additional protection for the head and thorax.
The PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF and
PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator lamps
inform you about the status of the front-
passenger front air bag (: page 43).
Front-passenger front air baga will only
deploy if:
Zthe system, based on the OCS weight sen-
sor readings, detects that the front-
passenger seat is occupied (: page 51).
The PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator
lamp lights up (: page 52)

Zthe restraint system predicts a high
severity of an accident

Driver's knee bag

Driver's knee bag` inflates underneath the
steering column. The driver's knee bag is
always deployed along with the driver's front
air bag.
The driver's knee bag on the driver's seat
offers additional protection for the thigh,
knee and lower leg.

Side impact air bags

( WARNING
Unsuitable seat covers could restrict or even
prevent the deployment of the air bags inte-
grated into the seats. Consequently, the air
bags cannot protect vehicle occupants as
they are designed to do. In addition, the func-
tion of the Occupant Classification System

(OCS) could be restricted. This poses an
increased risk of injury or even fatal injury.
You should only use seat covers that have
been approved for the respective seat by
Mercedes-Benz.

Front side impact air bags` and rear side
impact air bagsa deploy next to the outer
bolster of the seat backrest.
When deployed, the side impact air bag offers
additional thorax protection. However, it does
not protect the:
Zhead
Zneck
Zarms
In the event of a side impact, the side impact
air bag is deployed on the side on which the
impact occurs.
The side impact air bag on the front-
passenger side (front) deploys in the follow-
ing situations:
Zthe OCS system detects that the front-
passenger seat is occupied or

Zthe belt tongue is engaged in the belt
buckle of the front-passenger seat

If the belt tongue is engaged in the belt
buckle, the side impact air bag on the front-
passenger side deploys if an appropriate acci-
dent situation occurs. In this case, deploy-
ment is independent of whether the front-
passenger seat is occupied or not.
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Window curtain air bags

Window curtain air bags` are integrated
into the side of the roof frame and deployed in
the area from the A-pillar to the C-pillar.
When deployed, the window curtain air bag
enhances the level of protection for the head.
However, it does not protect the chest or
arms.
In the event of a side impact, the window cur-
tain air bag is deployed on the side on which
the impact occurs.
If the system determines that they can offer
additional protection to that provided by the
seat belt, a window curtain air bag may be
deployed in other accident situations
(: page 56).

Occupant Classification System
(OCS)

Introduction
The Occupant Classification System (OCS)
categorizes the person in the front-passenger
seat. Depending on that result, the front-
passenger front air bag is either enabled or
deactivated.
The system does not deactivate:
Zthe side impact air bag
Zthe window curtain air bag
Zthe Emergency Tensioning Devices

Prerequisites
To be classified correctly, the front passenger
must sit:
Zwith the seat belt fastened correctly
Zin an almost upright position with their
back against the seat backrest

Zwith their feet resting on the floor, if possi-
ble

If the front passenger does not observe these
conditions, OCS may produce a false classi-
fication, e.g. because the front passenger:
Ztransfers their weight by supporting them-
selves on a vehicle armrest

Zsits in such a way that their weight is raised
from the seat cushion

If it is absolutely necessary to install a child
restraint system on the front-passenger seat,
be sure to observe the correct positioning of
the child restraint system. Never place
objects under or behind the child restraint
system, e.g. cushions. The entire base of the
child restraint systemmust always rest on the
seat cushion of the front-passenger seat. The
backrest of the forwards-facing child restraint
systemmust, as far as possible, be resting on
the backrest of the front-passenger seat.
The child restraint systemmust not touch the
roof or be put under strain by the head
restraint. Adjust the angle of the seat back-
rest and the head restraint position accord-
ingly.
Only then can OCS be guaranteed to function
correctly. Always observe the child restraint
system manufacturer's installation instruc-
tions.
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Occupant Classification System opera-
tion (OCS)

` PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator lamp
a PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator lamp
The indicator lamps inform you whether the
front-passenger front air bag is deactivated or
enabled.
9 Press the Start/Stop button once or twice,
or turn the SmartKey to position 1 or 2 in
the ignition lock.
The system carries out a self-diagnosis.

The PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF and
PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator lamps
must light up simultaneously for approx-
imately six seconds.
The indicator lamps display the status of the
front-passenger front air bag.
ZPASSENGER AIR BAG ON` lights up: the
front-passenger front air bag is enabled. If,
in the event of an accident, all deployment
criteria are met, the front-passenger front
air bag is deployed.

ZPASSENGER AIR BAG OFFa lights up: the
front-passenger front air bag is deactiva-
ted. They will then not be deployed in the
event of an accident.

If the status of the front-passenger front air
bag changes while the vehicle is in motion, an
air bag displaymessage appears in the instru-
ment cluster (: page 263). When the front-
passenger seat is occupied, always pay atten-
tion to the PASSENGER AIR BAG ON and
PASSENGERAIRBAGOFF indicator lamps. Be
aware of the status of the front-passenger

front air bag both before and during the jour-
ney.

( WARNING
If the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp is lit, the front-passenger front air bag is
disabled. It will not be deployed in the event of
an accident and cannot perform its intended
protective function. A person in the front-
passenger seat could then, for example, come
into contact with the vehicle's interior, espe-
cially if the person is sitting too close to the
dashboard. This poses an increased risk of
injury or even fatal injury.
When the front-passenger seat is occupied,
always ensure that:
Zthe classification of the person in the front-
passenger seat is correct and the front-
passenger front air bag is enabled or disa-
bled in accordance with the person in the
front-passenger seat

Zthe front-passenger seat has been moved
back as far back as possible.

Zthe person is seated correctly.
Make sure, both before and during the jour-
ney, that the status of the front-passenger
front air bag is correct.

( WARNING
If you secure a child in a rearward-facing child
restraint system on the front-passenger seat
and the PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator
lamp is lit up, the front-passenger front air bag
may deploy in an accident. The child could be
struck by the air bag. This poses an increased
risk of injury or even fatal injury.
Make sure that the front-passenger front air
bag has been disabled. The PASSENGER AIR
BAG OFF indicator lamp must be lit.

If the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp remains off and/or the PASSENGER AIR
BAGON indicator lamp lights up, do not install
a rearward-facing child restraint system on
the front-passenger seat. You can find more
information on OCS under "Problemswith the
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Occupant Classification System"
(: page 55).

( WARNING
If you secure a child in a forward-facing child
restraint system on the front-passenger seat
and you position the front-passenger seat too
close to the dashboard, in the event of an
accident, the child could:
Zcome into contact with the vehicle's inte-
rior if the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indi-
cator lamp is lit, for example

Zbe struck by the air bag if the PASSENGER
AIR BAG ON is lit up

This poses an increased risk of injury or even
fatal injury.
Always move the front-passenger seat as far
back as possible and fully retract the seat
cushion length. Always make sure that the
shoulder belt strap is correctly routed from
the vehicle belt sash guide to the shoulder
belt guide on the child restraint system. The
shoulder belt strap must be routed forwards
and downwards from the vehicle belt sash
guide. If necessary, adjust the vehicle belt
sash guide and the front-passenger seat
accordingly. Always observe the child
restraint system manufacturer's installation
instructions.

If OCS determines that:
Zthe front-passenger seat is unoccupied, the
PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator lamp
lights up after the system self-test and
remains lit. This indicates that the front-
passenger front air bag is deactivated.

Zthe front-passenger seat is occupied by a
child of up to 12 months old, in a standard
child restraint system, the PASSENGER AIR
BAG OFF indicator lamp lights up after the
system self-test and remains lit. This indi-
cates that the front-passenger front air bag
is deactivated.
But in the case of a 12-month-old child, in a
standard child restraint system, the
PASSENGER AIR BAG ON can light up per-
manently after the system self-test. This

indicates that the front-passenger front air
bag is activated. The result of the classifi-
cation is dependent on, among other fac-
tors, the child restraint system and the
child's stature. It is recommended that you
install the restraint system on a suitable
rear seat.

Zthe front-passenger seat is occupied by a
person of smaller stature (e.g. a teenager
or small adult), either the PASSENGER AIR
BAG ON or PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indi-
cator lamp lights up and remains lit after
the system self-test depending on the
result of the classification.
- if the PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator
lamp lights up, move the front-passenger
seat as far back as possible. Alterna-
tively, a person of smaller stature can sit
on a rear seat.

- if the PASSENGER AIR BAGOFF indicator
lamp is lit, a person of smaller stature
should not use the front-passenger seat.

Zthe front-passenger seat is occupied by an
adult or a person of a stature correspond-
ing to that of an adult, the PASSENGER AIR
BAG ON indicator lamp lights up after the
system self-test and remains lit. This indi-
cates that the front-passenger front air bag
is activated.

If children are traveling in the vehicle, be sure
to observe the notes on "Children in the vehi-
cle" (: page 59).
When OCS is malfunctioning, the red³
restraint system warning lamp in the instru-
ment cluster and the PASSENGER AIR BAG
OFF indicator lamp light up simultaneously.
The front-passenger front air bag is deactiva-
ted in this case and does not deploy during an
accident. Have the system checked by quali-
fied technicians as soon as possible. Consult
an authorized Mercedes-Benz Center. The
front-passenger seat should only be repaired
at an authorized Mercedes-Benz Center.
If the front-passenger seat, the seat cover or
the seat cushion is damaged, have the nec-
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essary repair work carried out at an author-
ized Mercedes-Benz Center.
For safety reasons, Mercedes-Benz recom-
mends that you only use seat accessories
that have been approved by Mercedes-Benz.
If the driver's air bag deploys, this does not
mean that the front-passenger front air bag
will also deploy. The Occupant Classification
System (OCS) categorizes the occupant in the
front-passenger seat. Depending on that
result, the front-passenger front air bag is
either enabled or deactivated.

System self-test

( DANGER
If both the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF and
PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator lamps do
not light up during the system self-test, the
system is malfunctioning. The front-
passenger front air bag might be triggered
unintentionally or might not be triggered at all
in the event of an accident with high deceler-
ation. This poses an increased risk of injury or
even fatal injury.
In this case the front-passenger seat may not
be used. Do not install a child restraint system
on the front-passenger seat. Have the Occu-
pant Classification System (OCS) checked
and repaired immediately at a qualified spe-
cialist workshop.

( DANGER
If the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp remains lit after the system self-test, the
front-passenger front air bag is disabled. It will
not be deployed in the event of an accident. In
this case, the front-passenger front air bag
cannot perform its intended protective func-
tion, e.g. when a person is seated in the front-
passenger seat.
That person could, for example, come into
contact with the vehicle's interior, especially
if the person is sitting too close to the dash-
board. This poses an increased risk of injury or
even fatal injury.

When the front-passenger seat is occupied,
always ensure that:
Zthe classification of the person in the front-
passenger seat is correct and the front-
passenger front air bag is enabled or disa-
bled in accordance with the person in the
front-passenger seat

Zthe person is seated properly with a cor-
rectly fastened seatbelt

Zthe front-passenger seat has been moved
back as far back as possible

If the PASSENGER AIR BAG OFF indicator
lamp remains lit when it should not, the front-
passenger seat may not be used. Do not
install a child restraint system on the front-
passenger seat. Have the Occupant Classifi-
cation System (OCS) checked and repaired
immediately at a qualified specialist work-
shop.

( WARNING
Objects between the seat surface and the
child restraint system could affect OCS oper-
ation. This could result in the front-passenger
air bag not functioning as intended during an
accident. This poses an increased risk of
injury or even fatal injury.
Do not place any objects between the seat
surface and the child restraint system. The
entire base of the child restraint system must
always rest on the seat cushion of the front-
passenger seat. The backrest of the forwards-
facing child restraint system must, as far as
possible, be resting on the backrest of the
front-passenger seat. Always comply with the
child restraint system manufacturer's instal-
lation instructions.

After the system self-test, the PASSENGER
AIR BAG OFF or PASSENGER AIR BAG ON
indicator lamp display the status of the front-
passenger front air bag (: page 52).
For more information about the OCS, see
"Problems with the Occupant Classification
System" (: page 55).
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Problems with the Occupant Classification System (OCS)
Be sure to observe the notes on "System self-test" (: page 54).

9 Make sure that the entire base of the child restraint system rests
on the seat cushion of the front-passenger seat. The backrest of
the forwards-facing child restraint system must, as far as pos-
sible, be resting on the backrest of front-passenger seat. If nec-
essary, adjust the position of the front-passenger seat.

9 Make sure that the seat cushion length is fully retracted.
9 When installing the child restraint system, make sure that the
seat belt is tight. Do not pull the seat belt tight with the front-
passenger seat adjustment. This could result in the seat belt and
the child restraint system being pulled too tightly.

9 Check the installation of the child restraint system.
Make sure that the head restraint does not apply a load to the
child restraint system. If necessary, adjust the head restraint
accordingly.

9 Make sure that no objects are applying additional weight onto
the seat.

9 If the PASSENGER AIR BAGOFF indicator lamp remains off and/
or the PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indicator lamp lights up, do not
install a child restraint system on the front-passenger seat. It is
recommended that you install the restraint system on a suitable
rear seat.

9 Have OCS checked as soon as possible at an authorized
Mercedes-Benz Center.
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Deployment of Emergency Tensioning
Devices and air bags

Important safety notes

( WARNING
The air bag parts are hot after an air bag has
been deployed. There is a risk of injury.
Do not touch the air bag parts. Have a
deployed air bag replaced at a qualified spe-
cialist workshop as soon as possible.

( WARNING
A deployed air bag no longer offers any pro-
tection and cannot provide the intended pro-
tection in an accident. There is an increased
risk of injury.
Have the vehicle towed to a qualified special-
ist workshop in order to have a deployed air
bag replaced.

It is important for your safety and that of your
passenger to have deployed air bags replaced
and to have any malfunctioning air bags
repaired. This will help to make sure the air
bags continue to perform their protective
function for the vehicle occupants in the
event of a crash.

( WARNING
Pyrotechnic Emergency Tensioning Devices
that have been deployed are no longer opera-
tional and are unable to perform their inten-
ded protective function. This poses an
increased risk of injury or even fatal injury.
Therefore, have pyrotechnic Emergency Ten-
sioning Devices which have been triggered
immediately replaced at a qualified specialist
workshop.

An electric motor is used by PRE-SAFEÈ to
trigger the tightening of the seat belt in haz-
ardous situations. This procedure is reversi-
ble.
If Emergency Tensioning Devices or air bags
are deployed, youwill hear a bang, and a small
amount of powder may also be released. The
³ restraint systemwarning lamp lights up.

Only in rare cases will the bang affect your
hearing. The powder that is released gener-
ally does not constitute a health hazard, but it
may cause short-term breathing difficulties in
people with asthma or other respiratory prob-
lems. To avoid this, youmay wish to get out of
the vehicle or open the windows as soon as it
is safe to do so.
Air bags and pyrotechnic Emergency Tension-
ing Devices (ETDs) contain perchlorate mate-
rial, which may require special handling and
regard for the environment. National guide-
lines must be observed during disposal. In
California, see www.dtsc.ca.gov/
HazardousWaste/Perchlorate/
index.cfm.

Method of operation
During the first stage of a collision, the
restraint system control unit evaluates impor-
tant physical data relating to vehicle deceler-
ation or acceleration, such as:
Zduration
Zdirection
Zintensity
Based on the evaluation of this data, the
restraint system control unit deploys the
Emergency Tensioning Devices during a fron-
tal or rear collision.
An Emergency Tensioning Device can only be
deployed, if:
Zthe ignition is switched on
Zthe components of the restraint system are
operational; see "Restraint system warning
lamp" (: page 43)

Zthe belt tongue is engaged in the buckle on
the respective front-passenger seat

The Emergency Tensioning Devices in the
rear compartment are deployed independ-
ently of the lock status of the seat belts.
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If the restraint system control unit detects a
more severe accident, further components of
the restraint system are activated independ-
ently of each other in certain frontal collision
situations:
ZFront air bags and driver's knee bag
ZWindow curtain air bag, if the system deter-
mines that deployment can offer additional
protection to that provided by the seat belt

The front-passenger front air bag is activated
or deactivated depending on the person on
the front-passenger seat. The front-
passenger front air bag can only deploy in an
accident if the PASSENGER AIR BAG ON indi-
cator lamp is lit. Observe the information on
the PASSENGER AIR BAG indicator
lamps(: page 43).
Your vehicle has two-stage front air bags.
During the first deployment stage, the front
air bag is filled with propellant gas to reduce
the risk of injuries. The front air bag is fully
deployed with the maximum amount of pro-
pellant gas if a second deployment threshold
is reached within a few milliseconds.
The deployment threshold of the Emergency
Tensioning Devices and the air bag are deter-
mined by evaluating the rate of vehicle decel-
eration or acceleration which occurs at vari-
ous points in the vehicle. This process is pre-
emptive in nature. Deployment should take
place in good time at the start of the collision.
The rate of vehicle deceleration or accelera-
tion and the direction of the force are essen-
tially determined by:
Zthe distribution of forces during the colli-
sion

Zthe collision angle
Zthe deformation characteristics of the vehi-
cle

Zthe characteristics of the object with which
the vehicle has collided

Factors that can only be seen and measured
after a collision has occurred do not play a
decisive role in the deployment of an air bag,

nor do they provide an indication of air bag
deployment.
The vehicle can be deformed considerably,
without an air bag being deployed. This is the
case if only parts which are relatively easily
deformed are affected and the rate of decel-
eration is not high. Conversely, air bags may
be deployed even though the vehicle suffers
only minor deformation. This is the case if, for
example, very rigid vehicle parts such as lon-
gitudinal bodymembers are hit, and sufficient
deceleration occurs as a result.
If the restraint system control unit detects a
side impact or that the vehicle is rolling over,
the relevant restraint system components are
activated independently of one another
depending on the apparent type of accident.
If the systemdetermines a need for additional
protection for the vehicle occupants, the
Emergency Tensioning Devices are deployed.
ZSide impact air bags on the side of impact,
independently of the Emergency Tension-
ing Device and the use of the seat belt on
the driver's seat and outer seats in the sec-
ond row
The side impact air bag on the front-
passenger side (front) deploys in the fol-
lowing situations:
- the OCS system detects that the front-
passenger seat is occupied or

- the belt tongue is engaged in the belt
buckle of the front-passenger seat

ZWindow curtain air bag on the side of
impact, independently of the use of the
seat belt and independently of whether the
front-passenger is occupied

ZWindow curtain air bags on the driver's and
front-passenger side in certain situations
when the vehicle rolls over, if the system
determines that deployment can offer addi-
tional protection to that provided by the
seat belt

d Not all air bags are deployed in an acci-
dent. The different air bag systems work
independently of each other.
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How the air bag system works is deter-
mined by the severity of the accident detec-
ted, especially the vehicle deceleration or
acceleration and the apparent type of acci-
dent:
Zfrontal collision
Zside impact
Zrollover

PRE-SAFEÈ (anticipatory occupant
protection system)

Introduction

PRE-SAFEÈ takes preemptive measures to
protect occupants in certain hazardous sit-
uations.

Important safety notes

! Make sure that there are no objects in the
footwell under or behind the seats when
moving the seats back. There is a risk that
the seats and/or the objects could be dam-
aged.

Despite your vehicle being equipped with the
PRE-SAFEÈ system, the possibility of per-
sonal injuries occurring as a result of an acci-
dent cannot be eliminated. Always adapt your
driving style to suit the prevailing road and
weather conditions and maintain a safe dis-
tance from the vehicle in front. Drive care-
fully.

Function

PRE-SAFEÈ intervenes:
Zin emergency braking situations, e.g. when
BAS is activated.

Zin critical driving situations, e.g. when phys-
ical limits are exceeded and the vehicle
understeers or oversteers severely.

Zvehicles with the Driving Assistance pack-
age: when a driver assistance system inter-
venes powerfully or the radar sensor sys-

tem detects an imminent danger of colli-
sion in certain situations.

PRE-SAFEÈ takes the following measures
depending on the hazardous situation detec-
ted:
Zthe front seat belts are pre-tensioned.
Zif the vehicle skids, the sliding sunroof and
the side windows are closed so that only a
small gap remains. The panorama roof with
power tilt/sliding panel is completely
closed.

Zvehicles with the memory function for the
front-passenger seat: the front-passenger
seat is adjusted if it is in an unfavorable
position.

If the hazardous situation passes without
resulting in an accident, PRE-SAFEÈ slackens
the belt pre-tensioning. All settings made by
PRE-SAFEÈ can then be reversed.
If the seat belt pre-tensioning is not reduced:
9 Move the seat backrest or seat back
slightly when the vehicle is stationary.
The seat belt pre-tensioning is reduced and
the locking mechanism is released.

The seat-belt adjustment is an integral part of
the PRE-SAFEÈ convenience function. You
will find information on the convenience func-
tion under "Belt adjustment" (: page 47).

PRE-SAFEÈ PLUS (anticipatory occu-
pant protection system PLUS)

Introduction

PRE-SAFEÈ PLUS is only available in vehicles
with the Driving Assistance package.
Using the radar sensor system, PRE-SAFEÈ
PLUS is able to detect that a head-on or rear-
end collision is imminent. In certain hazard-
ous situations, PRE-SAFEÈ PLUS takes pre-
emptive measures to protect the vehicle
occupants.
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Important safety notes

The intervention of PRE-SAFEÈ PLUS cannot
prevent an imminent collision.
The driver is not warned when PRE-SAFEÈ
PLUS intervenes.
PRE-SAFEÈ PLUS does not intervene if the
vehicle is backing up.
PRE-SAFEÈ PLUS does not perform braking
actions while the vehicle is in motion or when
Parking Guidance is active.

Function

PRE-SAFEÈ PLUS intervenes in certain situa-
tions if the radar sensor system detects an
imminent head-on or rear-end collision.
PRE-SAFEÈ PLUS takes the following meas-
ures depending on the hazardous situation
detected:
Zif the radar sensor system detects that a
head-on collision is imminent, the seat
belts are pre-tensioned.

Zif the radar sensor system detects that a
rear-end collision is imminent:
- the brake pressure is increased if the
driver applies the brakes when the vehi-
cle is stationary.

- the seat belts are pre-tensioned.
The PRE-SAFEÈ PLUS braking application is
canceled:
Zif the accelerator pedal is depressed when
a gear is engaged

Zif the risk of a collision passes or is no lon-
ger detected

Zif DISTRONIC PLUS indicates an intention
to pull away

If the hazardous situation passes without
resulting in an accident, the original settings
are restored.

Automatic measures after an acci-
dent
Immediately after an accident, the following
measures are implemented, depending on
the type and severity of the impact:
Zthe hazard warning lamps are activated
Zthe emergency lighting is activated
Zthe vehicle doors are unlocked
Zthe front side windows are lowered
Zvehicles with a memory function: the elec-
trically adjustable steering wheel is raised

Zthe engine is switched off
Zvehicles with mbrace: automatic emer-
gency call

Children in the vehicle

Important safety notes
Accident statistics show that children
secured in the rear seats are safer than chil-
dren secured in the front-passenger seat. For
this reason, Mercedes-Benz strongly advises
that you install a child restraint system on a
rear seat. Children are generally better pro-
tected there.
If a child younger than 12 years and under 5 ft
(1.50 m) in height is traveling in the vehicle:
Zalways secure the child in a child restraint
system suitable for Mercedes-Benz vehi-
cles. The child restraint system must be
appropriate to the age, weight and size of
the child

Zbe sure to observe the instructions and
safety notes in this section in addition to
the child restraint system manufacturer's
installation instructions

Zbe sure to observe the instructions and
safety notes on the "Occupant classifica-
tion system (OCS)" (: page 51)
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( WARNING
If you leave children unsupervised in the vehi-
cle, they could set it inmotion by, for example:
Zrelease the parking brake.
Zshift the automatic transmission out of the
parking position P.

Zstart the engine.
In addition, they may operate vehicle equip-
ment and become trapped. There is a risk of
an accident and injury.
When leaving the vehicle, always take the
SmartKeywith you and lock the vehicle. Never
leave children unsupervised in the vehicle.

( WARNING
If persons, particularly children are subjected
to prolonged exposure to extreme heat or
cold, there is a risk of injury, possibly even
fatal. Never leave children unattended in the
vehicle.

( WARNING
If the child restraint system is subjected to
direct sunlight, parts may get very hot. Chil-
dren may burn themselves on these parts,
particularly on the metal parts of the child
restraint system. There is a risk of injury.
If you leave the vehicle, taking the child with
you, always ensure that the child restraint
system is not exposed to direct sunlight. Pro-
tect it with a blanket, for example. If the child
restraint system has been exposed to direct
sunlight, let it cool down before securing the
child in it. Never leave children unattended in
the vehicle.

Always ensure that all vehicle occupants have
their seat belts fastened correctly and are sit-
ting properly. Particular attention must be
paid to children.
Observe the safety notes on the seat belt
(: page 44) and the notes on correct use of
seat belts (: page 45).
A booster seat may be necessary to achieve
proper seat belt positioning for children over

41 lbs (18 kg) or until they reach a height
where a lap/shoulder belt can be fastened
properly without a booster seat.

Special seat belt retractor

( WARNING
If the seat belt is released while driving, the
child restraint system will no longer be
secured properly. The special seat belt retrac-
tor is disabled and the inertia real draws in a
portion of the seat belt. The seat belt cannot
be immediately refastened. There is an
increased risk of injury, possibly even fatal.
Stop the vehicle immediately, paying atten-
tion to road and traffic conditions. Reactivate
the special seat belt retractor and secure the
child restraint system properly.

All seat belts in the vehicle, except the driv-
er's seat belt, are equippedwith a special seat
belt retractor. When activated, the special
seat belt retractor ensures that the seat belt
cannot slacken once the child seat is secured.
Installing a child restraint system:
9 Make sure you observe the child restraint
systemmanufacturer's installation instruc-
tions.

9 Pull the seat belt smoothly from the belt
outlet.

9 Engage seat belt tongue in belt buckle.

Activating the special seat belt retractor:
9 Pull the seat belt out fully and let the inertia
reel retract it again.
While the seat belt is retracting, you should
hear a ratcheting sound. The special seat
belt retractor is enabled.

9 Push the child restraint system down so
that the seat belt is tight and does not
loosen.
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Removing a child restraint system/deactivat-
ing the special seat belt retractor:
9 Make sure you observe the child restraint
systemmanufacturer's installation instruc-
tions.

9 Press the belt buckle release button, hold
the belt tongue and guide it back towards
the belt outlet.
The special seat belt retractor is deactiva-
ted.

Child restraint system
The use of seat belts and child restraint sys-
tems is required by law in:
Zall 50 states
Zthe U.S. territories
Zthe District of Columbia
Zall Canadian provinces
You can obtain further information about the
correct child restraint system from any
authorized Mercedes-Benz Center.

( WARNING
If the child restraint system is installed incor-
rectly on a suitable seat, it cannot protect as
intended. The child cannot then be restrained
in the event of an accident, heavy braking or
sudden changes of direction. There is an
increased risk of injury, possibly even fatal.
Make sure that you observe the child restraint
system manufacturer's installation instruc-
tions and the notes on use. Please ensure,
that the base of the child restraint system is
always resting completely on the seat cush-
ion. Never place objects, e.g. cushions, under
or behind the child restraint system. Only use
child restraint systems with the original cover
designed for them. Only replace damaged
covers with genuine covers.

( WARNING
If the child restraint system is installed incor-
rectly or is not secured, it can come loose in
the event of an accident, heavy braking or a

sudden change in direction. The child
restraint system could be thrown about, strik-
ing vehicle occupants. There is an increased
risk of injury, possibly even fatal.
Always install child restraint systems prop-
erly, even if they are not being used. Make
sure that you observe the child restraint sys-
tem manufacturer's installation instructions.

You will find further information on stowing
objects, luggage or loads under "Loading
guidelines" (: page 298).

( WARNING
Child restraint systems or their securing sys-
tems which have been damaged or subjected
to a load in an accident can no longer protect
as intended. The child cannot then be
restrained in the event of an accident, heavy
braking or sudden changes of direction. There
is an increased risk of injury, possibly even
fatal.
Replace child restraint systems which have
been damaged or subjected to a load in an
accident as soon as possible. Have the secur-
ing systems on the child restraint system
checked at a qualified specialist workshop,
before you install a child restraint system
again.

Securing systems for the child restraint sys-
tem are:
Zthe seat belt system
Zthe ISOFIX (LATCH-type) securing rings
Zthe Top Tether anchorages
If it is absolutely necessary to carry a child on
the front-passenger seat, be sure to observe
the information on the "Occupant Classifica-
tion System (OCS)" (: page 51). There you
will also find information on deactivating the
front-passenger front air bag.
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All child restraint systems must meet the fol-
lowing standards:
ZU.S. Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Stand-
ards 213 and 225

ZCanadian Motor Vehicle Safety Standards
213 and 210.2

Confirmation that the child restraint system
corresponds to the standards can be found
on an instruction label on the child restraint
system. This confirmation can also be found
in the installation instructions that are inclu-
ded with the child restraint system.
Observe thewarning labels in the vehicle inte-
rior and on the child restraint system.

LATCH-type (ISOFIX) child seat secur-
ing system

( WARNING
LATCH-type (ISOFIX) child restraint systems
do not offer sufficient protective effect for
children whose weight is greater than 48 lbs
(22 kg) who are secured using the safety belt
integrated in the child restraint system. In the
event of an accident, a child might not be
restrained correctly. This poses an increased
risk of injury or even fatal injury.
If the child weighs more than 48 lbs (22 kg),
only use LATCH-type (ISOFIX) child restraint
systems with which the child is also secured
with the vehicle seat belt. Also secure the
child restraint system with the Top Tether
belt, if available.

Always comply with the manufacturer's
installation and operating instructions for the
child restraint system used.
Before every trip, make sure that the LATCH-
type (ISOFIX) child restraint system is
engaged correctly in both LATCH-type (ISO-
FIX) securing rings

! When installing the child restraint system,
make sure that the seat belt for the middle
seat does not get trapped. The seat belt
could otherwise be damaged.

` LATCH-type (ISOFIX) securing rings
Vehicles with rear seat armrest: adjust the
rear seat armrest so that LATCH-type (ISO-
FIX) securing rings` for the LATCH-type
(ISOFIX) child restraint system are accessi-
ble.
9 Install the LATCH-type (ISOFIX) child
restraint system on both LATCH-type (ISO-
FIX) securing rings`.

The LATCH-type (ISOFIX) system is a stand-
ardized securing system for specially
designed child restraint systems on the rear
seats.

Child restraint system on the front-
passenger seat

General notes

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that you install a child restraint system on a
rear seat.
If it is absolutely necessary to install a child
restraint system to the front-passenger seat,
be sure to observe the instructions and safety
notes on the "Occupant classification system
(OCS)" (: page 51).
You can thus avoid the risks that could arise
as a result of:
Zan incorrectly categorized person in the
front-passenger seat

Rearward-facing child restraint system

ward-facing child restraint system on the
front-passenger seat, always make sure that
the front-passenger front air bag is deactiva-
ted.

The shoul-
der belt strap must be routed forwards and
downwards from the vehicle belt sash guide.
If necessary, adjust the vehicle belt sash
guide and the front-passenger seat accord-
ingly.

TheBABSwarning lamp in the instrument
cluster lights up when the ignition is switched
on. It goes out when the engine is running.

ECO start/stop function
The ECO start/stop function switches the
engine off automatically when the vehicle
stops moving.

If you deactivate ESPÈ:
ZESPÈ no longer improves driving stability.
Zthe driven wheels can spin.
The spinning of the wheels results in a cut-
ting action for better traction on loose sur-
faces.

Ztraction control is still activated.
ZPRE-SAFEÈ is no longer available, nor is it
activated if you brake firmly and ESPÈ
intervenes.

ZPRE-SAFEÈ Brake is no longer available, it
is also not activated if you brake firmly and
ESPÈ intervenes.

ZESPÈ still provides support when you brake
firmly.

Crosswind Assist

General information
Strong crosswinds can cause your vehicle to
deviate from a straight course. The crosswind
driving assistance function integrated into
ESPÈ significantly reduces these effects.
ESPÈ intervenes automatically according to
the direction and intensity of the crosswinds
affecting your vehicle.
ESP intervenes with stabilizing braking to
assist you in keeping the vehicle in the lane.
Crosswind Assist is active at vehicle speeds
above 50 mph (80 km/h) when driving
straight ahead or cornering gently.

Crosswind Assist does not work if ESPÈ is
deactivated or disabled because of a mal-
function.

EBD (electronic brake force distribu-
tion)

General information
EBD monitors and controls the brake pres-
sure on the rear wheels to improve driving
stability while braking.

If EBD is malfunctioning, the rear wheels can
lock, e.g. under full braking. This increases the
risk of skidding and an accident.

PREǂSAFEÈ Brake is only available for vehi-
cles with the Driving Assistance package.
For PRE-SAFEÈ Brake to assist you when driv-
ing, the radar sensor system and the camera
system must be switched on and be opera-
tional.

Centrally locking and unlocking the
vehicle from the inside
You can centrally lock and unlock the vehicle
from the inside. The switches are on the
driverôs door.

9 To unlock: press button`.
9 To lock: press buttona.
If the front-passenger door is closed, the
vehicle locks.
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Meanwhile, the fuel filler flap will not be
locked or unlocked.
You cannot unlock the vehicle centrally from
the inside if the vehicle has been locked with
the SmartKey or KEYLESS-GO.
The doors can be opened from the inside. You
can only open the rear doors from inside the
vehicle if they are not secured by the child-
proof locks (: page 65).
If the vehicle has been locked with the Smart-
Key orwith KEYLESS-GO, opening a door from
the inside will trigger the anti-theft alarm sys-
tem. Switch off the alarm (: page 76).
If a locked door is opened from the inside, the
previous unlock status of the vehicle will be
taken into consideration if:
Zthe vehicle was locked using the locking
button for the central locking, or

Zif the vehicle was locked automatically
The vehicle will be fully unlocked if it had pre-
viously been fully unlocked. If only the driver's
door had been previously unlocked, only the
door which has been opened from the inside
is unlocked.

Automatic locking feature

9 To deactivate: press and hold button`
for approximately five seconds until a tone
sounds.

9 To activate: press and hold buttona for
approximately five seconds until a tone
sounds.

If you press one of the two buttons and do not
hear a tone, the relevant setting has already
been selected.
The vehicle is locked automatically when the
ignition is switched on and the wheels are
turning.
You could therefore be locked out if:
Zthe vehicle is being pushed.
Zthe vehicle is being towed.
Zthe vehicle is on a roller dynamometer.

d You can also activate and deactivate the
automatic locking function via COMAND or
Audio 20 (see the separate operating
instructions).

Unlocking the driver's door (mechan-
ical key)
If the vehicle can no longer be locked or
unlocked with the SmartKey or KEYLESS-GO,
use the mechanical key.
9 Take the mechanical key out of the Smart-
Key (: page 83).

Vehicles with KEYLESS-GO:
9 Insert the tip of themechanical key into the
slit on the cover of the driver's door lock
and turn it until the cover is released.

9 Insert the mechanical key into the lock of
the driver's door as far as it will go.

9 Turn themechanical key counter-clockwise
as far as it will go to positiond.
The locking knob pops up and the door
unlocks.
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9 Turn the mechanical key back and remove
it.

9 Insert the mechanical key into the Smart-
Key.

9 Hold the cover over the lock of the driver's
door with the thicker end towards the front
of the vehicle and press to secure. Then
make sure that the slit of the cover is hor-
izontal.

Vehicles without KEYLESS-GO:

9 Insert the mechanical key into opening`
in the protective cap.

9 Pull and hold the door handle.
9 Pull the protective cap on the mechanical
key as straight as possible away from the
vehicle until it releases.

9 Release the door handle.

9 Insert the mechanical key into the lock of
the driver's door as far as it will go.

9 Turn themechanical key counter-clockwise
as far as it will go to positiond.
The locking knob pops up and the door
unlocks.

9 Turn the mechanical key back and remove
it.

9 Insert the mechanical key into the Smart-
Key (: page 83).

9 Carefully press the protective cap onto the
lock cylinder until it engages and is seated
firmly. Do not pull the door handle when
doing so.

All vehicles:
If you use the mechanical key to unlock and
open the driver's door, the anti-theft alarm
system will be triggered. Switch off the alarm
(: page 76).

Locking the vehicle (mechanical key)
If the vehicle can no longer be locked with the
SmartKey or KEYLESS-GO, use the mechani-
cal key.
9 Open the driver's door.
9 Close the front-passenger door, the rear
doors and the trunk lid.

9 Press the locking button (: page 87).
9 Check whether the locking knobs on the
front-passenger door and the rear doors
are still visible. Press down the locking
knobs by hand, if necessary.

9 Close the driver's door.
9 Take the mechanical key out of the Smart-
Key (: page 83).

Vehicles with KEYLESS-GO:
9 Insert the tip of themechanical key into the
slit on the cover of the driver's door lock
and turn it until the cover is released.
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9 Insert the mechanical key into the lock of
the driver's door as far as it will go.

9 Turn themechanical key clockwise as far as
it will go to positiond.
The locking knob drops down and the driv-
er's door is locked.

If you lock the vehicle as described above, the
fuel filler flap is not locked. The anti-theft
alarm system is not armed.

Trunk

trunk lid is open when the engine is running,
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especially if the vehicle is in motion. There is a
risk of poisoning.
Always switch off the engine before opening
the trunk lid.

If objects, luggage or loads are not secured or
not secured sufficiently, they could slip, tip
over or be flung around and thereby hit vehicle
occupants.

Obstacle recognition with trunk lid
reversing feature
Vehicles with trunk lid remote closing
feature: the trunk lid is equipped with auto-
matic obstacle detection with reversing fea-
ture. If a solid object blocks or restricts the
trunk lid when automatically opening, this
procedure is stopped. If a solid object blocks
or restricts the trunk lid when automatically
closing, the trunk lid opens again automati-
cally. The automatic obstacle recognition

with reversing feature is only an aid. It is not a
substitute for your attentiveness when open-
ing and closing the trunk lid.

( WARNING
The reversing feature does not react:
Zto soft, light and thin objects, e.g. small fin-
gers

Zover the last 1/3 in(8 mm) of the closing
movement

This means that the reversing feature cannot
prevent someone being trapped in these sit-
uations. There is a risk of injury.
Make sure that no body parts are in close
proximity during the closing procedure.
If somebody becomes trapped:

HANDS-FREE ACCESS

10 ft (3 m) away from the vehicle.

General notes
With KEYLESS-GO and HANDS-FREE
ACCESS, you can open or close the trunk lid
or stop the procedure without using your
hands. This is useful if you have your hands
full. To do this, make a kicking movement
under the bumper with your foot.
Observe the following points:
ZCarry your KEYLESS-GO key about your
person. The KEYLESS-GO key must be in
the rear detection range of the vehicle.

ZWhenmaking the kicking movement, make
sure that you are standing firmly on the
ground and that there is sufficient clear-
ance to the rear of the vehicle. You could
otherwise lose your balance e.g. on ice.
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ZAlways ensure that you only make the kick-
ingmovementwithin the detection range of
sensors`.

ZStand at least 12 in (30 cm) away from the
rear area while doing so.

ZDo not come into contact with the bumper
while making the kicking movement. Oth-
erwise, the sensors may not function cor-
rectly.

ZHANDS-FREE ACCESS does not function
when the engine is started.

ZIf a KEYLESS-GO key is within the rear
detection range of KEYLESS-GO, HANDS-
FREEACCESS could be triggered. The trunk
lid could thus be opened or closed unin-
tentionally, for example, if you:
- set something down or lift something up
behind the vehicle.

- polish the rear of the vehicle.
Do not carry the KEYLESS-GO key about
your person in these situations or in situa-
tions similar to these. This will prevent the
unintentional opening/closing of the trunk.

ZDirt caused by road salt around sensors`
may restrict functionality.

ZUsing the HANDS-FREE ACCESS with a
prosthetic leg may restrict functionality.

Operation

9 To open/close: kick into sensor detection
range` under the bumper with your foot.
You will hear a warning tone while the trunk
lid is opening or closing.

9 If the trunk lid does not open after sev-
eral attempts: wait at least ten seconds
then move your leg under the bumper once
again.

If you hold your foot under the bumper for too
long, the trunk lid does not open or close.
Repeat the leg movement more quickly if this
occurs.
To stop the opening or closing procedure:
Zmove your foot in sensor detection
range` under the bumper, or

Zpull the handle on the outside of the trunk
lid or

Zpress the closing button in the trunk lid or
Zpress theq button on the SmartKey
If the trunk lid closing procedure has been
stopped:
Zmove your foot under the bumper again and
the trunk lid will open.

If the trunk lid opening procedure has been
stopped:
Zmove your foot under the bumper again and
the trunk lid will close.
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Opening/closing automatically from

Deactivating the function to lock the trunk
separately:
9 Open the glove box.
9 Push the switch to positiona.
If the vehicle is unlocked centrally, the
trunk will also be unlocked.

Unlocking the trunk (mechanical key)
! The trunk lid swings upwards when
opened. Therefore, make sure that there is
sufficient clearance above the trunk lid.

If the trunk cannot be unlocked with the
SmartKey, KEYLESS-GO or HANDS-FREE
ACCESS, use the mechanical key.
If you use the mechanical key to unlock and
open the trunk lid, the anti-theft alarm system
will be triggered. Switch off the alarm
(: page 76).
9 Take the mechanical key out of the Smart-
Key (: page 83).

9 Insert the mechanical key into the trunk lid
lock as far as it will go.

9 Turn themechanical key counter-clockwise
as far as it will go from positiond to posi-
tione.
The trunk is unlocked.

9 Turn the mechanical key back to position
d and remove it.

9 Insert the mechanical key into the Smart-
Key (: page 83).

When you lock the vehicle (: page 89), the
trunk is also locked.
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Trunk emergency release
You can unlock the trunk lid from the inside
with the emergency release button.

9 Press emergency release button` briefly.
The trunk lid unlocks and opens.

The trunk lid can be unlocked with the trunk
lid emergency release when the vehicle is
stationary or while driving.
The trunk lid emergency release does not
unlock the trunk lid if the battery is discon-
nected or discharged.
Trunk lid emergency release light:
Zemergency release button` flashes for
30 minutes after the trunk lid is opened

Zemergency release button` flashes for
60 minutes after the trunk lid is closed

Side windows

Important safety notes

( WARNING
While opening the side windows, body parts
could become trapped between the side win-
dow and the door frame as the side window
moves. There is a risk of injury.
Make sure that nobody touches the side win-
dow during the opening procedure. If some-
body becomes trapped, release the switch or
pull the switch to close the sidewindow again.

( WARNING
While closing the side windows, body parts in
the closing area could become trapped. There
is a risk of injury.
When closing make sure that no parts of the
body are in the closing area. If somebody
becomes trapped, release the switch or press
the switch to open the side window again.

( WARNING
If children operate the side windows they
could become trapped, particularly if they are
left unsupervised. There is a risk of injury.
Activate the override feature for the rear side
windows. When leaving the vehicle, always
take the SmartKey with you and lock the vehi-
cle. Never leave children unsupervised in the
vehicle.

Side window reversing feature
The side windows are equipped with an auto-
matic reversing feature. If a solid object
blocks or restricts a side window from trav-
eling upwards during automatic operation,
the side window opens again automatically.
During the manual closing process, the side
window only opens again automatically after
the corresponding switch is released. The
automatic reversing feature is only an aid and
is no substitute for your attention when clos-
ing a side window.

( WARNING
The reversing feature does not react:
Zto soft, light and thin objects, e.g. small fin-
gers

Zwhile resetting
This means that the reversing feature cannot
prevent someone being trapped in these sit-
uations. There is a risk of injury.
Make sure that no body parts are in close
proximity during the closing procedure. If
someone becomes trapped, press the switch
to open the side window again.
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Opening and closing the side win-
dows
The switches for all side windows are located
on the driver's door. There is also a switch on
each door for the corresponding sidewindow.
The switches on the driver's door take prec-
edence.

` Front left
a Front right
Å Rear right
Ã Rear left
9 Turn the SmartKey to position 1 or 2 in the
ignition lock (: page 157).

9 To openmanually: press and hold the cor-
responding switch.

9 To open fully: press the switch beyond the
point of resistance and release it.
Automatic operation is started.

9 To closemanually: pull the corresponding
switch and hold it.

9 To close fully: pull the switch beyond the
point of resistance and release it.
Automatic operation is started.

9 To interrupt automatic operation:
press/pull the corresponding switch again.

If you press the switch beyond the point of
resistance and release, automatic operation
is started in the corresponding direction. You
can stop automatic operation by pressing/
pulling the switch again.
You can continue to operate the sidewindows
after you switch off the engine or remove the

SmartKey. This function remains active for
five minutes or until you open a front door.
When the override feature for the side win-
dows is activated (: page 65), the side win-
dows cannot be operated from the rear.

Convenience opening

General notes
Vehicles with KEYLESS-GO or KEYLESS-
GOstart function: you can ventilate the vehi-
cle before you start driving.
If the SmartKey is in close proximity to the
vehicle, the convenience opening function is
available.
To do this, the SmartKey is used to carry out
the following functions simultaneously:
Zunlock the vehicle
Zopen the side windows
Zopen the sliding sunroof or the panorama
roof with power tilt/sliding panel and the
roller sunblind

Zswitch on the seat ventilation for the driv-
er's seat

Convenience opening
9 Press and hold theS button until the
side windows and the sliding sunroof or the
panorama roof with power tilt/sliding
panel are in the desired position.
If the roller sunblinds of the panorama roof
with power tilt/sliding panel are closed, the
roller sunblinds are opened first.

9 Press and hold theS button again until
the panorama roof with power tilt/sliding
panel is in the desired position.

9 To interrupt convenience opening:
release theS button.
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Convenience closing feature

Important safety notes

( WARNING
When the convenience closing feature is oper-
ating, parts of the body could become trapped
in the closing area of the side window and the
sliding sunroof. There is a risk of injury.
Observe the complete closing procedure
when the convenience closing feature is oper-
ating. Make sure that no body parts are in
close proximity during the closing procedure.

Vehicles with KEYLESS-GO or KEYLESS-
GO start function: if the SmartKey is in close
proximity to the vehicle, the convenience
closing function is available.
When you lock the vehicle, you can simulta-
neously:
Zclose the side windows
Zclose the sliding sunroof or the panorama
roof with power tilt/sliding panel

On vehicles with a panorama roof with power
tilt/sliding panel, you can then close the
roller sunblinds.
Notes on the automatic reversing feature for:
Zthe side window (: page 97)
Zthe sliding sunroof or the panorama roof
with power tilt/sliding panel
(: page 102)

Using the SmartKey
9 Press and hold theT button until the
side windows and the sliding sunroof or the
panorama roof with power tilt/sliding
panel are fully closed.

9 Make sure that all the sidewindows and the
sliding sunroof or panorama roof with
power tilt/sliding panel are closed.

9 Vehicles with panorama roof with
power tilt/sliding panel: press and hold
theT button until the roller sunblinds of
the panorama roof with power tilt/sliding
panel close.

9 To interrupt convenience closing:
release theT button.

Using KEYLESS-GO
The driver's door and the door at which the
handle is used, must both be closed. The
SmartKey must be outside the vehicle. The
gap between the SmartKey and the corre-
sponding door handle should not be greater
than 3 ft (1 m).

9 Touch recessed sensor surface` on the
door handle until the side windows and the
sliding sunroof or the panorama roof with
power tilt/sliding panel are fully closed.
Make sure you only touch recessed sensor
surface`.

9 Make sure that all the sidewindows and the
sliding sunroof or panorama roof with
power tilt/sliding panel are closed.

9 Vehicles with panorama roof with
power tilt/sliding panel: touch recessed
sensor surface` on the door handle again
until the roller sunblinds of the panorama
roof with power tilt/sliding panel close.

9 To interrupt convenience closing:
release recessed sensor surface` on the
door handle.

Resetting the side windows
If a side window can no longer be closed fully,
you must reset it.
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9 Close all the doors.
9 Turn the SmartKey to position 1 or 2 in the
ignition lock (: page 157).

9 Pull the corresponding switch on the door
control panel until the side window is com-
pletely closed (: page 98).

9 Hold the switch for an additional second.

If the side window opens again slightly:
9 Immediately pull the corresponding switch
on the door control panel until the side win-
dow is completely closed (: page 98).

9 Hold the switch for an additional second.
9 If the respective side window remains
closed after the button is released, then it
has been set correctly. If this is not the
case, repeat the steps above again.
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Problems with the side windows

( WARNING
If you close a side window again immediately after it has been blocked or reset, the side window
closes with increased or maximum force. The reversing feature is then not active. Parts of the
body could be trapped in the closing area in the process. This poses an increased risk of injury or
even fatal injury.
Make sure that no parts of the body are in the closing area. To stop the closing process, release
the switch or push the switch again to reopen the side window.

Problem Possible causes/consequences andmm Solutions

A side window cannot
be closed because it is
blocked by objects, e.g.
leaves in the window
guide.

9 Remove the objects.
9 Close the side window.

A side window cannot
be closed and you can-
not see the cause.

If a side window is obstructed during closing and reopens again
slightly:

If a side window is obstructed again during closing and reopens
again slightly:
9 Immediately after the window blocks, pull the corresponding
switch again until the side window has closed.
The side window is closed without the anti-entrapment feature.

Sliding sunroof

Important safety notes

your attention when closing the sliding roof.

Crash-responsive EASY-EXIT feature
If the crash-responsive EASY-EXIT feature is
triggered in an accident, the steering column
will move upwards when the driver's door is
opened or the SmartKey is removed from the
ignition lock. This makes it easier to exit the
vehicle and rescue the occupants.
The crash-responsive EASY-EXIT feature is
only operational if the EASY-EXIT/ENTRY fea-
ture is activated in Audio 20/COMAND; see
the separate Audio 20/COMAND operating
instructions.

In some coun-
tries, operation of the headlamps varies due
to legal requirements and self-imposed obli-
gations.

Driving abroad

Symmetrical low-beam headlamps
Switch the headlamps to symmetrical low
beam in countries in which traffic drives on
the opposite side of the road from the country
where the vehicle is registered. This prevents
glare to oncoming traffic. When using sym-
metrical lights, the edge of the road is not lit
as widely and as far ahead as normal.
Have the headlamps converted at a qualified
specialist workshop as close to the border as
possible before driving in these countries.

Asymmetrical low beam
Have the headlamps converted back to asym-
metrical low-beam headlamps at a qualified
specialist workshop as soon as possible after
crossing the border again.

You can use this function to set the head-
lamps to change between low beam and high
beam automatically. The system recognizes
vehicles with their lights on, either approach-
ing from the opposite direction or traveling in
front of your vehicle, and consequently
switches the headlamps from high beam to
low beam.

Once the system
no longer detects any other vehicles, it reac-
tivates the high-beam headlamps.

Adaptive HighbeamAssist does not recognize
road users:

Have the
headlamp setting checked regularly.

Changing bulbs (vehicles with halo-
gen headlamps)

Bulbs, lamps and connectors can get very hot
when operating. If you change a bulb, you
could burn yourself on these components.

Windshield wipers

Switching the windshield wipers
on/off

! Do not operate the windshield wipers
when the windshield is dry, as this could

damage the wiper blades. Moreover, dust
that has collected on the windshield can
scratch the glass if wiping takes placewhen
the windshield is dry.
If it is necessary to switch on thewindshield
wipers in dry weather conditions, always
use washer fluid when operating the wind-
shield wipers.

! If the windshield wipers leave smears on
the windshield after the vehicle has been
washed in an automatic car wash, wax or
other residues may be the reason for this.
Clean the windshield using washer fluid
after washing the vehicle in an automatic
car wash.

! Intermittent wiping with rain sensor: due
to optical influences and the windshield
becoming dirty in dry weather conditions,
the windshield wipers may be activated
inadvertently. This could then damage the
windshield wiper blades or scratch the
windshield.
For this reason, you should always switch
off the windshield wipers in dry weather.

In the¡ position, the
rain sensor is more sensitive than in the 
position, causing the windshield wipers to
wipe more frequently.
If the wiper blades are worn, the windshield
will no longer be wiped properly. This could
prevent you from observing the traffic condi-
tions.

Replacing the wiper blades

( WARNING
If the windshield wipers begin to move while
you are changing the wiper blades, you could
be trapped by the wiper arm. There is a risk of
injury.
Always switch off the windshield wipers and
ignition before changing the wiper blades.

! Never open the hood if a windshield wiper
arm has been folded away from the wind-
shield.
Never fold awindshieldwiper armwithout a
wiper blade back onto the windshield.
Hold the windshield wiper arm firmly when
you change the wiper blade. If you release
the windshield wiper arm without a wiper
blade and it falls onto the windshield, the
windshield may be damaged by the force of
the impact.
Mercedes-Benz recommends that you have
the wiper blades changed at a qualified
specialist workshop.

! To avoid damaging the wiper blades,
make sure that you touch only the wiper
arm of the wiper.

General notes
You can also temporarily deactivate the flow
of fresh air manually if unpleasant odors are
entering the vehicle from outside. The air
already inside the vehicle will then be recir-
culated.
If you switch on air-recirculation mode, the
windows can fog up more quickly, in particu-
lar at low temperatures. Only use air-recircu-
lation mode briefly to prevent the windows
from fogging up.

Activating/deactivating the residual
heat function

General notes
The residual heat function is only available
with 3-zone automatic climate control on
vehicles for Canada.
Once the engine is switched off, it is possible
to make use of the residual heat of the engine
to continue heating or ventilating the front
compartment of the vehicle for approximately
30 minutes. The heating or ventilation time
depends on the interior temperature that has
been set.
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Switching on/off
9 Turn the SmartKey to position 0 in the igni-
tion lock or remove it (: page 157).

9 To activate: press the! rocker switch
up or down.
The indicator lamp above the! rocker
switch lights up.

The blower will run at a low speed regardless
of the airflow setting.
If you activate the residual heat function at
high temperatures, only the ventilation will be
activated. The blower runs at medium speed.
9 To deactivate: press the! rocker
switch up or down.
The indicator lamp above the! rocker
switch goes out.

Residual heat is deactivated automatically:

Perfume atomizer

Operating the perfume atomizer

( WARNING
If children open the perfume vial, they could
drink the perfume or it could come into con-
tactwith their eyes. There is a risk of injury. Do
not leave children unsupervised in the vehicle.
If the perfume liquid has been drunk, consult
a doctor. If perfume comes into contact with
your eyes or skin, rinse the eyes with clean
water. If you continue to experience difficul-
ties, consult a doctor.

Full perfume vials must not
be disposed of with house-
hold rubbish. They must be
collected separately and
recycled to protect the envi-
ronment.

The perfume atomizer helps to improve driv-
ing comfort.
Using Audio 20/COMAND, you can:

Zregulate the perfume atomizer (see the
separate Audio 20/COMAND operating
instructions)

The following conditions can affect your per-
ception of the perfume intensity:
Zoperating mode of the climate control sys-
tem

Zinterior temperature
Ztime of year/day
Zair humidity
Zphysiological condition of occupants, e.g.
fatigue or hunger

The perfume atomizer can only be operated
when the climate control system is switched
on and is only active when the glove box is
closed.
The perfume atomizer is provided with a pre-
filled perfume vial. You can also choose from
a variety of filled perfume vials and an empty
vial which you can fill yourself.
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If you refill an empty perfume vial, observe the
separate information sheet attached to the
vial.

! If you do not use genuine Mercedes-Benz
interior perfumes, observe themanufactur-
ers' safety notices on the perfume packag-
ing.

Do not refill the pre-filled perfume vial when it
is empty. Dispose of the used vial after use.
9 To insert the perfumevial: open the glove
box (: page 299).

9 Slide the perfume vial into the holder as far
as it will go.

9 To remove the perfume vial: pull out the
perfume vial.

9 To refill the perfume vial: unscrew the lid
of the empty perfume vial to refill it your-
self.

9 Refill the vial with a maximum of 15 ml of
the desired liquid perfume.

9 Screw the lid back on to the vial.

! Only refill the vial when you are outside
the vehicle. Otherwise, liquid perfume
could drip into the interior and contaminate
it.

Always refill the empty refillable vial with the
same perfume. Otherwise, youmight not ach-
ieve optimum results from the perfume atom-
izer.
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Problems with the perfume atomizer

Problem Possible causes/consequences andmm Solutions

The vehicle interior is
not perfumed although
the perfume atomizer is
activated.

The perfume vial has not been pushed into the holder as far as it
will go.
9 Slide the perfume vial into the holder as far as it will go.

The perfume vial has not been adequately filled.
9 Pre-filled vials: dispose of the empty vial.
9 Use a new pre-filled vial.
9 Refillable vials: refill the vial with a maximum of 15 ml of the
same perfume.

The perfume atomizer is faulty.
9 Have the perfume atomizer checked at a qualified specialist
workshop.

Ionization
Ionization is used to purify the air in the vehi-
cle interior and attain an improved interior
climate.
The ionization of the interior air is odorless
and cannot be perceived directly in the vehi-
cle interior.
You can switch ionization on/off using Audio
20/COMAND (see the separate operating
instructions).
Ionization can only be operated when the
automatic climate control is switched on. The
side air vent on the driver's side must be
open.

Setting the air vents

Important safety notes

( WARNING
Very hot or very cold air can flow from the air
vents. This could result in burns or frostbite in
the immediate vicinity of the air vents. There
is a risk of injury.
Make sure that all vehicle occupants always
maintain a sufficient distance to the air out-

lets. If necessary, redirect the airflow to
another area of the vehicle interior.

In order to ensure the direct flow of fresh air
through the air vents into the vehicle interior,
please observe the following notes:
Zkeep the air inlet between the windshield
and the hood free of blockages, such as ice,
snow or leaves.

Znever cover the air vents or air intake grilles
in the vehicle interior.

Notes on breaking-in a new vehicle

Important safety notes
The sensor system of some driving and driv-
ing safety systems adjusts automatically
while a certain distance is being driven after
the vehicle has been delivered or after
repairs. Full system effectiveness is not
reached until the end of this teach-in proce-
dure.
New and replaced brake pads and discs only
reach their optimum braking effect after sev-
eral hundred kilometers of driving. Compen-
sate for this by applying greater force to the
brake pedal.

The first 1000 miles (1500 km)
The more you look after the engine when it is
new, the more satisfied you will be with its
performance in the future.
ZYou should therefore drive at varying vehi-
cle and engine speeds for the first
1000 miles (1500 km).

ZAvoid heavy loads, e.g. driving at full throt-
tle, during this period.

ZWhen changing gears manually, change up
in good time, before the tachometer needle
reachesā of the way to the red area of the
tachometer.

ZDo not manually shift to a lower gear to
brake the vehicle.

ZTry to avoid depressing the accelerator
pedal beyond the point of resistance (kick-
down).

After 1000miles (1500 km), you can increase
the engine speed gradually and accelerate
the vehicle to full speed.
You should also observe these notes on
breaking in if the engine or parts of the drive
train on your vehicle have been replaced.
Always observe the respective speed limits.

Driving

Important safety notes

( WARNING
Objects in the driver's footwell can restrict the
pedal travel or obstruct a depressed pedal.
The operating and road safety of the vehicle is
jeopardized. There is a risk of an accident.
Make sure that all objects in the vehicle are
stowed correctly, and that they cannot enter
the driver's footwell.

Do not switch off the ignition while driving.

If the parking brake has not been fully
released when driving, the parking brake can:
Zoverheat and cause a fire
Zlose its hold function.
There is a risk of fire and an accident. Release
the parking brake fully before driving off.

! Warm up the engine quickly. Do not use
the engine's full performance until it has
reached operating temperature.
Only shift the automatic transmission to
the desired drive position when the vehicle
is stationary.
Where possible, avoid spinning the drive
wheels when pulling away on slippery
roads. You could otherwise damage the
drive train.

d The SmartKey can be turned in the igni-
tion lock even if it is not the correct Smart-
Key for the vehicle.

Vehicles with AIRPANEL: you can open the
shutters in the radiator trim, by turning the
key to position 2 in the ignition lock. After
approximately 120 seconds the shutters
open automatically. Further information on

Start/Stop button

General notes
A checkwhich periodically establishes a radio
connection between the vehicle and the
SmartKey determines whether a valid Smart-
Key is in the vehicle. This occurs, for example,
when starting the engine.
To start the vehicle without actively using the
SmartKey:
Zthe Start/Stop button must be inserted in
the ignition lock.

Zthe SmartKey must be in the vehicle.
Zthe vehicle must not be locked with the
SmartKey or KEYLESS-GO (: page 81).

Pressing the Start/Stop button several times
in succession corresponds to the different
SmartKey positions in the ignition lock. This is
only the case if you are not depressing the
brake pedal.
If you depress the brake pedal and press the
Start/Stop button, the engine starts immedi-
ately.
Do not keep the SmartKey:
Zwith electronic devices, e.g. a mobile
phone or another SmartKey

Zwith metallic objects, e.g. coins or metal
foil

Zinside metallic objects, e.g. a metal case
This can affect the functionality of the Smart-
Key.
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The Start/Stop button can be removed from
the ignition lock. Then, you can insert the
SmartKey into the ignition lock.
If you lock the vehicle with the SmartKey's
remote control or with KEYLESS-GO, after a
short time:
Zyou will not be able to switch on the ignition
with the Start/Stop button.

Zyou will not be able to start the engine with
the Start/Stop button until the vehicle is
unlocked again.

If you lock the vehicle centrally using the but-
ton on the front door (: page 87), you can
continue to start the engine with the Start/
Stop button.
You do not have to remove the Start/Stop
button from the ignition lock when you leave
the vehicle. You should, however, always take
the SmartKey with you when leaving the vehi-
cle.

Zthe electrically powered equipment can be
operated

The engine can be turned off while the vehicle
is in motion by pressing and holding the
Start/Stop button for approximately three
seconds. This function operates independ-
ently of the ECO start/stop automatic engine
switch-off function.

SmartKey positions with the Start/Stop
button

When you insert Start/Stop button` into
ignition locka, the system needs approx-

imately two seconds recognition time. You
can then use Start/Stop button`.
As soon as the ignition is switched on, all the
indicator lamps in the instrument cluster light
up. If an indicator lamp does not go out after
starting the engine or lights up while driving,
see (: page 285).
If Start/Stop button` has not yet been
pressed, this corresponds to the SmartKey
being removed from the ignition.

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Starting the engine

Important safety notes

If children are left unsupervised in the vehicle,
they could:
Zopen the doors, thus endangering other
people or road users.

Zget out and disrupt traffic.
Zoperate the vehicle's equipment.
Additionally, children could set the vehicle in
motion if, for example, they:
Zrelease the parking brake.
Zshifting the automatic transmission out of
park position P

ZStart the engine.
There is a risk of an accident and injury.
When leaving the vehicle, always take the
SmartKeywith you and lock the vehicle.

The Start/Stop button is only available on
vehicles with KEYLESS-GO or the KEYLESS-
GO start function.
The Start/Stop button can be used to start
the vehicle manually without inserting the
SmartKey into the ignition lock. The Start/
Stop button must be inserted in the ignition
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lock and the SmartKeymust be in the vehicle.
This mode for starting the engine operates
independently of the ECO start/stop auto-
matic engine start function.
You can start the engine if a valid SmartKey is
in the vehicle. Switch off the engine and
always take the SmartKey with you when
leaving the vehicle, even if you only leave it for
a short time. Pay attention to the important
safety notes.
9 Depress the brake pedal and keep it
depressed.

(: page 157).

Pulling away

Automatic transmission

( WARNING
If the engine speed is above the idling speed
and you engage transmission position D or R,
the vehicle could pull away suddenly. There is
a risk of an accident.
When engaging transmission position D or R,
always firmly depress the brake pedal and do
not simultaneously accelerate.

! If a warning tone sounds and the
Release Park. BrakeRelease Park. Brake message appears
in the multifunction display, the parking
brake is still applied. Release the parking
brake.

9 Depress the brake pedal and keep it
depressed.

9 Shift the transmission to position D or R.
9 Release the brake pedal.
9 Carefully depress the accelerator pedal.
The electric parking brake (: page 176) is
automatically released.
The redf (USA only) orA (Canada
only) indicator lamp in the instrument clus-
ter goes out.

It is only possible to shift the transmission
from position P to the desired position if you
depress the brake pedal. Only then is the
parking lock released. If the brake pedal is not
depressed, the DIRECT SELECT lever can still
be moved but the parking lock remains
engaged.
The vehicle locks centrally once you have
pulled away. The locking knobs in the doors
drop down.
You can open the doors from the inside at any
time.
You can also deactivate the automatic locking
feature, see the Digital Operator's Manual.

d Upshifts take place at higher engine
speeds after a cold start. This helps the
catalytic converter to reach its operating
temperature more quickly.

Hill start assist
Hill start assist helps you when pulling away
forwards or in reverse on an uphill gradient. It
holds the vehicle for a short time after you
have removed your foot from the brake pedal.
This gives you enough time to move your foot
from the brake pedal to the accelerator pedal
and to depress it before the vehicle begins to
roll.

( WARNING
After a short time, hill start assist will no lon-
ger brake your vehicle and it could roll away.

Therefore, quickly move your foot from the
brake pedal to the accelerator pedal. Never
leave the vehicle when it is held by hill start
assist.

ECO start/stop function

Introduction
The ECO start/stop function switches the
engine off automatically if the vehicle is stop-
ped under certain conditions.
The engine starts automatically when the
driver wants to pull away again. The ECO
start/stop function thereby helps you to
reduce the fuel consumption and emissions
of your vehicle.

Important safety notes

( WARNING
If the engine is switched off automatically and
you exit the vehicle, the engine is restarted
automatically. The vehicle may begin moving.
There is a risk of accident and injury.
If you wish to exit the vehicle, always turn off
the ignition and secure the vehicle against
rolling away.

General notes

` ECO start/stop display
If the engine has been switched off automat-
ically by the ECO start/stop function, the
Ĕ symbol is shown in the multifunction
display.
Every time you switch on the engine using the
SmartKey or the Start/Stop button, the ECO
start/stop function is activated.

Automatic engine switch-off
If the vehicle is braked to a standstill inD orN,
the ECO start/stop function switches off the
engine automatically.
The ECO start/stop function is operational
when:
Zthe indicator lamp in the ECO button is lit
green.

Zthe outside temperature is within the range
that is suitable for the system.

Zthe engine is at normal operating temper-
ature.

Zthe set temperature for the vehicle interior
has been reached.

Zthe battery is sufficiently charged.
Zthe system detects that the windshield is
not fogged up when the air-conditioning
system is switched on.

Zthe hood is closed.
Zthe driver's door is closed and the driver's
seat belt is fastened.

All of the vehicle's systems remain active
when the engine is stopped automatically.
TheHOLD function can also be activated if the
engine has been switched off automatically. It
is then not necessary to continue applying the
brakes during the automatic stop phase.
When you depress the accelerator pedal, the
engine starts automatically and the braking
effect of the HOLD function is deactivated.
The engine can be switched off automatically
a maximum of four times (first stop and three
subsequent stops) in succession.

Automatic engine start
The engine starts automatically if:
Zyou switch off the ECO start/stop function
by pressing the ECO button.

Zyou switch to drive program S+.
Zin transmission position D or N the brake
pedal is released and the HOLD function is
not active.

Zyou depress the accelerator pedal.
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Zyou engage reverse gear R.
Zyou move the transmission out of position
P.

Zyou unfasten your seat belt or open the
driver's door.

Zthe vehicle starts to roll.
Zthe brake system requires this.
Zthe temperature in the vehicle interior devi-
ates from the set range.

Zthe system detects moisture on the wind-
shield when the air-conditioning system is
switched on.

Zthe battery's condition of charge is too low.
Shifting the transmission to position P does
not start the engine.

Deactivating/activating the ECO start/
stop function

9 To switch off: press ECO button`.
Indicator lampa goes out.

9 To switch on: press ECO button`.
Indicator lampa lights up.

If indicator lampa is off, the ECO start/stop
function has been deactivated manually or as
the result of a malfunction. The engine will
then not be switched off automatically when
the vehicle stops.
Selecting drive program S+ deactivates the
ECO start/stop function. If you press ECO
button`, the ECO start/stop function is
activated.

If the engine still does not start:
9 Consult a qualified specialist workshop.

The engine is not run-
ning smoothly and is
misfiring.

There is a malfunction in the engine electronics or in a mechanical
component of the engine management system.
9 Only depress the accelerator pedal slightly.
Otherwise, non-combusted fuel may get into the catalytic con-
verter and damage it.

9 Have the cause rectified immediately at a qualified specialist
workshop.

The coolant level is too low. The coolant is too hot and the engine
is no longer being cooled sufficiently.
9 Stop as soon as possible and allow the engine and the coolant to
cool down.

Accelerator pedal position
Your style of driving influences how the auto-
matic transmission shifts gear:

Double-clutch function
When shifting down, the double-clutch func-
tion is active regardless of the currently selec-
ted drive program. The double-clutch function
reduces load change reactions and is condu-
cive to a sporty driving style. The sound gen-
erated by the double-clutch function depends
on the drive program selected.

Kickdown
Use kickdown for maximum acceleration.

Rocking the vehicle free
Rocking the vehicle free by shifting back and
forth between transmission positionsD andR
can help to free a vehicle that has become
stuck in mud or snow.

(9 km/h).
To shift back and forth between transmission
positions D and R, move the DIRECT SELECT
lever up and down past the point of resist-
ance.

Manual gear shifting

General notes

` Left steering wheel paddle shifter: shifts
down

a Right steering wheel paddle shifter: shifts
up

Using the steering wheel paddle shifters, you
can temporarily change gears yourself. The
transmission must be in position D.
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Activating
9 Shift the transmission to position D.
9 Pull the left or right steering wheel paddle
shifter (: page 169).
Manual gear shifting is activated tempora-
rily. The selected gear appears in the mul-
tifunction display.

Shifting gears
Pulling on the left or right steering wheel pad-
dle shifter, allows you to shift gears yourself
for a limited time. Depending onwhich paddle
shifter is pulled, the automatic transmission
immediately shifts into the next gear down or
up, if permitted.

Deactivating
If you have activated manual gear shifting, it
will remain active for a certain amount of
time.

9 Have the transmission checked at a qualified specialist work-
shop immediately.

Transfer case
This section is only valid for vehicles with 4-
wheel drive (4MATIC). Power is always trans-
mitted to both axles.

! Performance tests may only be carried
out on a 2-axle dynamometer. The brake
system or transfer case could otherwise be
damaged. Contact a qualified specialist
workshop for a performance test.

! To prevent ESPÈ from intervening, the
ignition must be switched off (SmartKey or
the Start/Stop button in position 0 or 1) if:

Refueling

refueling.

You must make sure that fuel does not come
into contact with your skin, eyes or clothing
and that it is not swallowed. Do not inhale fuel
vapors. Keep fuel away from children.
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If you or others come into contact with fuel,
observe the following:

ZIf fuel comes into contact with your eyes,
immediately rinse them thoroughly with
clean water. Seek medical assistance with-
out delay.

Otherwise, the fuel lines and/or injection
system could be blocked by particles from
the fuel can.

If you overfill the fuel tank, fuel could spray
out when the fuel pump nozzle is removed.

When leaving the vehicle, always take the
SmartKeywith you and lock the vehicle. Never
leave children unsupervised in the vehicle.

The function of the electric parking brake is
dependent on the on-board voltage. If the on-
board voltage is low or there is a malfunction
in the system, it may not be possible to apply
the released parking brake.
9 If this is the case, only park the vehicle on
level ground and secure it to prevent it roll-
ing away.

9 Shift the automatic transmission to posi-
tion P.

It may not be possible to release an applied
parking brake if the on-board voltage is low or
there is a malfunction in the system. Contact
a qualified specialist workshop.
The electric parking brake performs a func-
tion test at regular intervals while the engine
is switched off. The sounds that can be heard
while this is occurring are normal.

The electric parking brake is not automati-
cally engaged if the engine is switched off by
the ECO start/stop function.

Releasing automatically
Your vehicle's electric parking brake is auto-
matically released if all of the following con-
ditions are met:
Zthe engine is running.
Zthe transmission is in position D or R.

Zthe seat belt has been fastened.
Zyou depress the accelerator pedal.
If the transmission is in position R, the trunk
lid must be closed.
If your seat belt is not fastened, the following
conditions must be fulfilled to automatically
release the electric parking brake:
Zthe driver's door is closed.
Zyou have shifted out of transmission posi-
tion P or you have previously driven faster
than 2 mph (3 km/h).

Ensure that you do not depress the acceler-
ator pedal unintentionally. Otherwise the
parking brake will be released and the vehicle
will start to move.

Emergency braking

emergency by using the electric parking
brake.

General driving tips

Important safety notes

( WARNING
If you switch off the ignition while driving,
safety-relevant functions are only available
with limitations, or not at all. This could affect,
for example, the power steering and the brake
boosting effect. You will require considerably
more effort to steer and brake. There is a risk
of an accident.
Do not switch off the ignition while driving.

( WARNING
If you operate mobile communication equip-
ment while driving, you will be distracted from
traffic conditions. You could also lose control
of the vehicle. There is a risk of an accident.
Only operate this equipment when the vehicle
is stationary.

Observe the legal requirements for the coun-
try in which you are driving. Some jurisdic-
tions prohibit the driver from using a mobile
phone while driving a vehicle.
If you make a call while driving, always use
hands-freemode. Only operate the telephone
when the traffic situation permits. If you are
unsure, pull over to a safe location and stop
before operating the telephone.
Bear in mind that at a speed of only 30 mph
(approximately 50 km/h), the vehicle covers

a distance of 44 ft (approximately 14 m) per
second.

Drive sensibly ï save fuel
Observe the following tips to save fuel:
9 The tires should always be inflated to the
recommended tire pressure.

9 Remove unnecessary loads.
9 Remove roof racks when they are not nee-
ded.

9 Warm up the engine at low engine speeds.
9 Avoid frequent acceleration or braking.
9 Have all maintenance work carried out as
indicated by the service intervals in the
Maintenance Booklet or by the service
interval display.

Fuel consumption also increases when driv-
ing in cold weather, in stop-start traffic and in
hilly terrain.

Drinking and driving

( WARNING
Drinking and driving and/or taking drugs and
driving are very dangerous combinations.
Even a small amount of alcohol or drugs can
affect your reflexes, perceptions and judg-
ment.
The possibility of a serious or even fatal acci-
dent is greatly increased when you drink or
take drugs and drive.

Emission control

( WARNING

The ECO display assists
you in achieving the most economical driving
style for the selected settings and prevailing
conditions. Your driving style can significantly
influence the vehicle's consumption.

Zthe outer area empties and the
inner area is gray: sporty accel-
eration

a Coasting (evaluation of all decel-
eration processes):
Zthe outer area fills up and the
inner area lights up green: antic-
ipatory driving, keeping your dis-
tance and early release of the
accelerator. The vehicle can
coast without use of the brakes.

Zthe outer area empties and the

Å Constant (continuous evaluation
over the entire journey):

The three inner areas display the current driv-
ing style and light up green as a result of a
particularly economical driving style.

Braking

Important safety notes

( WARNING
If you shift down on a slippery road surface in
an attempt to increase the engine's braking
effect, the drive wheels could lose their grip.
There is an increased danger of skidding and
accidents.
Do not shift down for additional engine brak-
ing on a slippery road surface.

Downhill gradients

! On long and steep gradients, you must
reduce the load on the brakes by shifting
early to a lower gear. This allows you to take
advantage of the engine braking effect and
helps avoid overheating and excessive
wear of the brakes.
When you take advantage of the engine
braking effect, a drive wheel may not turn
for some time, e.g. on a slippery road sur-
face. This could cause damage to the drive
train. This type of damage is not covered by
the Mercedes-Benz warranty.

Heavy and light loads

( WARNING
If you rest your foot on the brake pedal while
driving, the braking system can overheat. This
increases the stopping distance and can even
cause the braking system to fail. There is a
risk of an accident.
Never use the brake pedal as a footrest. Never
depress the brake pedal and the accelerator
pedal at the same time.

! Depressing the brake pedal constantly
results in excessive and premature wear to
the brake pads.

If the brakes have been subjected to a heavy
load, do not stop the vehicle immediately.
Drive on for a short while. This allows the air-
flow to cool the brakes more quickly.
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Wet roads
If you have driven for a long time in heavy rain
without braking, theremay be a delayed reac-
tion from the brakeswhen braking for the first
time. Thismay also occur after the vehicle has
been washed or driven through deep water.
You have to depress the brake pedal more
firmly. Maintain a greater distance from the
vehicle in front.
After driving on a wet road or having the vehi-
cle washed, brake firmly while paying atten-
tion to the traffic conditions. This will warmup
the brake discs, thereby drying them more
quickly and protecting them against corro-
sion.

Limited braking performance on salt-
treated roads
If you drive on salted roads, a layer of salt
residue may form on the brake discs and
brake pads. This can result in a significantly
longer braking distance.
ZIn order to prevent any salt build-up, apply
the brakes occasionally while paying atten-
tion to the traffic conditions.

ZCarefully depress the brake pedal and the
beginning and end of a journey.

ZMaintain a greater distance to the vehicle
ahead.

Servicing the brakes

! If the red brake warning lamp lights up in
the instrument cluster and you hear awarn-
ing tone while the engine is running, the
brake fluid level may be too low. Observe
additional warning messages in the multi-
function display.
The brake fluid level may be too low due to
brake pad wear or leaking brake lines.
Have the brake system checked immedi-
ately. This work should be carried out at a
qualified specialist workshop.

! A function or performance test should
only be carried out on a 2-axle dynamom-

eter. If you wish to operate the vehicle on
such a dynamometer, please consult an
authorized Mercedes-Benz Center in
advance. You could otherwise damage the
drive train or the brake system.

! The ESPÈ system operates automatically.
The engine and the ignition must therefore
be switched off (the SmartKey must be in
position 0 or 1 in the ignition lock or the
Start/Stop button must be in position 0 or
1) if the electric parking brake is tested on
a brake dynamometer.
Braking triggered automatically by ESPÈ
may cause severe damage to the brake
system.

All checks and maintenance work on the
brake system must be carried out at a quali-
fied specialist workshop. Consult a qualified
specialist workshop to arrange this.
Have brake pads installed and brake fluid
replaced at a qualified specialist workshop.
If the brake system has only been subject to
moderate loads, you should test the function-
ality of your brakes at regular intervals.
Information on BAS (Brake Assist) (: page 67)
and BAS PLUS (Brake Assist PLUS)
(: page 67).
For safety reasons, Mercedes-Benz recom-
mends only installing the following brake
disks and brake pads/linings:
Zbrake disks that have been approved by
Mercedes-Benz

Zbrake pads/linings that have been
approved by Mercedes-Benz or that are of
an equivalent standard of quality

Other brake disks or brake pads/linings can
compromise the safety of your vehicle.
Always replace all brake disks and brake
pads/linings on an axle at the same time.
Always install new brake pads/linings when
replacing brake disks.
The vehicle is equipped with lightweight
brake disks to which the wheel assembly with
rim and threaded connection is matched.
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The use of brake disks other than those
approved by Mercedes-Benz can change the
trackwidth and is subject to approval, if appli-
cable.
Shock-type loads when handling the brake
disks, such as when changing wheels, can
lead to a reduction in comfort when driving
with lightweight brake disks. Avoid shock-
type loads on the lightweight brake disks,
particularly on the brake plate.
Mercedes-Benz recommends that you only
use brake fluid that has been specially
approved for your vehicle by Mercedes-Benz,
or which corresponds to an equivalent quality
standard. Brake fluid which has not been
approved for Mercedes-Benz vehicles or
which is not of an equivalent quality could
affect your vehicle's operating safety.

Driving on wet roads

Hydroplaning
If water has accumulated to a certain depth
on the road surface, there is a danger of
hydroplaning occurring, even if:
Zyou drive at low speeds.
Zthe tires have adequate tread depth.
For this reason, in the event of heavy rain or in
conditions in which hydroplaning may occur,
you must drive in the following manner:
Zlower your speed.
Zavoid ruts.
Zavoid sudden steering movements.
Zbrake carefully.

Driving on flooded roads

! Bear in mind that vehicles traveling in
front or in the opposite direction create
waves. This may cause the maximum per-
missible water depth to be exceeded.
Failure to observe these notesmay result in
damage to the engine, electrical systems
and transmission.

If you have to drive on stretches of road on
which water has collected, please bear in
mind that:
Zthe water level, in the case of still water,
may not exceed a maximum point of the
lower edge of the vehicle body

Zyou should drive no faster than at a walking
pace

Winter driving

( WARNING
If you shift down on a slippery road surface in
an attempt to increase the engine's braking
effect, the drive wheels could lose their grip.
There is an increased danger of skidding and
accidents.
Do not shift down for additional engine brak-
ing on a slippery road surface.

( DANGER
If the exhaust pipe is blocked or adequate
ventilation is not possible, poisonous gases
such as carbon monoxide (CO) may enter the
vehicle. This is the case, e.g. if the vehicle
becomes trapped in snow. There is a risk of
fatal injury.
If you leave the engine or the auxiliary heating
running, make sure the exhaust pipe and area
around the vehicle are clear of snow. To
ensure an adequate supply of fresh air, open a
window on the side of the vehicle that is not
facing into the wind.

Have your vehicle winter-proofed at a quali-
fied specialist workshop at the onset of win-
ter.
Drive particularly carefully on slippery road
surfaces. Avoid sudden acceleration, steering
and brakingmaneuvers. Do not use the cruise
control or DISTRONIC PLUS.
If the vehicle threatens to skid or cannot be
stopped when moving at low speed:
9 Shift the transmission to position N.
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The outside temperature indicator is not
designed to serve as an ice-warning device
and is therefore unsuitable for that purpose.
Changes in the outside temperature are dis-
played after a short delay.
Indicated temperatures just above the freez-
ing point do not guarantee that the road sur-
face is free of ice. The road may still be icy,
especially in wooded areas or on bridges. The
vehicle could skid if you fail to adapt your
driving style. Always adapt your driving style
and drive at a speed to suit the prevailing
weather conditions.
You should pay special attention to road con-
ditions when temperatures are around freez-
ing point.

Cruise control

General notes
Cruise control maintains a constant road
speed for you. It brakes automatically in order
to avoid exceeding the set speed. Change into
a lower gear in good time on long and steep
downhill gradients. This is especially impor-
tant if the vehicle is laden. By doing so, you
will make use of the braking effect of the
engine. This relieves the load on the brake
system and prevents the brakes from over-
heating and wearing too quickly.
Use cruise control only if road and traffic con-
ditions make it appropriate to maintain a
steady speed for a prolonged period. You can
store any road speed above 20 mph
(30 km/h).

Important safety notes
If you fail to adapt your driving style, cruise
control can neither reduce the risk of an acci-
dent nor override the laws of physics. Cruise
control cannot take into account the road,
traffic and weather conditions. Cruise control
is only an aid. You are responsible for the dis-
tance to the vehicle in front, for vehicle speed,
for braking in good time and for staying in
your lane.
Do not use cruise control:
Zin road and traffic conditions which do not
allow you to maintain a constant speed e.g.
in heavy traffic or on winding roads

Zon slippery road surfaces. Braking or accel-
erating could cause the drivewheels to lose
traction and the vehicle could then skid

Zwhen there is poor visibility, e.g. due to fog,

Storing and maintaining the current
speed

driving faster than 20 mph (30 km/h).

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Change into a lower gear in good time on long
and steep downhill gradients. This is espe-
cially important if the vehicle is laden.

If DISTRONIC PLUS detects that there is a risk
of a collision, you will be warned visually and
acoustically.

press the cruise control lever up` past
the pressure point for a higher speed, or
downÅ for a lower speed.

Youwill
be driving at the speed you determine by
the position of the accelerator pedal.

You can also activate DISTRONIC PLUS when
stationary. The lowest speed that can be set is
20 mph (30 km/h).
9 Briefly pull the cruise control lever towards
youa or press it up` or downÅ.
DISTRONIC PLUS is selected.

Activating at the current speed/last
stored speed
( WARNING
If you call up the stored speed and it differs
from the current speed, the vehicle acceler-
ates or decelerates. If you do not know the
stored speed, the vehicle could accelerate or
brake unexpectedly. There is a risk of an acci-
dent.
Pay attention to the road and traffic condi-
tions before calling up the stored speed. If you
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do not know the stored speed, store the
desired speed again.

9 Briefly pull the cruise control lever towards
you`.

9 Remove your foot from the accelerator
pedal.
DISTRONIC PLUS is activated. The first
time it is activated, the current speed is
stored. Otherwise, it sets the vehicle cruise
speed to the previously stored value.

Driving with DISTRONIC PLUS

Pulling away and driving

9 If you want to pull away with
DISTRONIC PLUS: remove your foot from
the brake pedal.

9 Briefly pull the cruise control lever towards
you`.

or
9 Accelerate briefly.
Your vehicle pulls away and adapts its
speed to that of the vehicle in front. If no

vehicle is detected in front, your vehicle
accelerates to the set speed.

d The vehicle can also pull away when it is
facing an unidentified obstacle or is driving
on a different line from another vehicle. The
vehicle then brakes automatically. There is
a risk of an accident. Be ready to brake at all
times.

If there is no vehicle in front, DISTRONIC
PLUS operates in the same way as cruise
control.
If DISTRONIC PLUS detects that the vehicle in
front has slowed down, it brakes your vehicle.
In this way, the distance you have selected is
maintained.
If DISTRONIC PLUS detects a faster-moving
vehicle in front, it increases the driving speed.
However, the vehicle is only accelerated up to
the speed you have stored.

Selecting the drive program
DISTRONIC Plus supports a sporty driving
style when you have selected the S or S+
driving program (: page 168). Acceleration
behind the vehicle in front or to the set speed
is then noticeably more dynamic. If you have
selected the C or E driving program, the vehi-
cle accelerates more gently. This setting is
recommended in stop-and-start traffic.

Changing lanes
If you change to the passing lane, DISTRONIC
PLUS supports you when:
Zyou are driving faster than 45 mph
(70 km/h)

Zyou switch on the appropriate turn signal
ZDISTRONIC PLUS does not detect a danger
of collision

If these conditions are fulfilled, your vehicle is
accelerated. Acceleration will be interrupted
if changing lanes takes too long or if the dis-
tance between your vehicle and the vehicle in
front becomes too small.

d When changing lanes, DISTRONIC PLUS
monitors the left lane on left-hand drive
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vehicles and the right lane on right-hand
drive vehicles.

Stopping
( WARNING
When leaving the vehicle, even if it is braked
only by DISTRONIC PLUS, it could roll away if:
Zthere is a malfunction in the system or in
the voltage supply.

ZDISTRONIC PLUS has been deactivated
with the cruise control lever, e.g. by a vehi-
cle occupant or from outside the vehicle.

Zthe electrical system in the engine com-
partment, the battery or the fuses have
been tampered with.

Zthe accelerator pedal has been depressed,
e.g. by a vehicle occupant.

If you wish to exit the vehicle, always turn off
DISTRONIC PLUS and secure the vehicle
against rolling away.

For further information on deactivating
DISTRONIC PLUS (: page 192).
If DISTRONIC PLUS detects that the vehicle in
front is stopping, it brakes your vehicle until it
is stationary.
Once your vehicle is stationary, it remains
stationary and you do not need to depress the
brake.
After a time, the electric parking brake
secures the vehicle and relieves the service
brake.
Depending on the specified minimum dis-
tance, your vehicle will come to a standstill at
a sufficient distance behind the vehicle in
front. The specified minimum distance is set
using the control on the cruise control lever.

The electric parking brake automatically
secures the vehicle if DISTRONIC PLUS is
activated and:

Zthe engine is switched off, unless it is auto-
matically switched off by the ECO start/
stop function.

Za system malfunction occurs.
Zthe power supply is not sufficient.

Setting a speed

ments (1 km/h increments): briefly
press the cruise control lever up` or
downa to the pressure point.

(: page 191).

d Make sure that you maintain the mini-
mum distance to the vehicle in front as
required by law. Adjust the distance to the
vehicle in front if necessary.

9 To increase: turn controla in direction

DISTRONIC PLUS then maintains a greater
distance between your vehicle and the
vehicle in front.

9 To decrease: turn controla in direc-
tion`.
DISTRONIC PLUS then maintains a shorter
distance between your vehicle and the
vehicle in front.

Tips for driving with DISTRONIC PLUS

General notes
Pay particular attention in the following traffic
situations:
ZCornering, going into and coming out of a
bend

ZVehicles traveling on a different line
ZOther vehicles changing lanes
ZNarrow vehicles
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ZObstructions and stationary vehicles
ZCrossing vehicles
In such situations, brake if necessary.
DISTRONIC PLUS is then deactivated.

Cornering, going into and coming out of a
bend

The ability of DISTRONIC PLUS to detect vehi-
cles when cornering is limited. Your vehicle
may brake unexpectedly or late.

Vehicles traveling on a different line

DISTRONIC PLUS may not detect vehicles
traveling on a different line. The distance to
the vehicle in front will be too short.

Other vehicles changing lanes

DISTRONIC PLUS has not detected the vehi-
cle cutting in yet. The distance to this vehicle
will be too short.

Narrow vehicles

DISTRONIC PLUS has not yet detected the
vehicle in front on the edge of the road,
because of its narrow width. The distance to
the vehicle in front will be too short.

Obstructions and stationary vehicles

DISTRONIC PLUS does not brake for obsta-
cles or stationary vehicles. If, for example, the
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detected vehicle turns a corner and reveals
an obstacle or stationary vehicle, DISTRONIC
PLUS will not brake for these.

Crossing vehicles

DISTRONIC PLUS may mistakenly detect
vehicles that are crossing your lane. Activat-
ing DISTRONIC PLUS at traffic lights with
crossing traffic, for example, could cause
your vehicle to pull away unintentionally.

DISTRONIC PLUS with Steering Assist
and Stop&Go Pilot

DISTRONIC PLUS with Steering Assist and
Stop&Go Pilot aids you in keeping the vehicle
in the center of the driving lane by means of
moderate steering interventions in a speed
range from 0 - 125 mph (0 - 200 km/h).
It monitors the area in front of your vehicle by
means of camera system` at the top of the
windshield.

At speeds of more than 37 mph (60 km/h)
Steering Assist focuses on clear lane mark-
ings (left and right).
In a speed range from 0 - 37 mph
(0 - 60 km/h) Stop&Go Pilot focuses on the
vehicle in front, taking into account lane
markings, e.g. when following vehicles in a
traffic jam.
If these conditions are not present, Steering
Assist and Stop&Go Pilot cannot provide
assistance.
DISTRONIC PLUS must be active in order for
the function to be available.

If you fail to adapt your driving style,
DISTRONIC PLUS with Steering Assist and
Stop&Go Pilot can neither reduce the risk of
an accident nor override the laws of physics.
It cannot take into account road, weather or
traffic conditions. DISTRONIC PLUS with
Steering Assist and Stop&Go Pilot is only an
aid. You are responsible for the distance to
the vehicle in front, for vehicle speed, for
braking in good time and for staying in your
lane.
DISTRONIC PLUS with Steering Assist and
Stop&Go Pilot does not detect road and traf-
fic conditions and does not detect all road
users. If you are following a vehicle which is
driving towards the edge of the road, your
vehicle could come into contact with the curb
or other road boundaries. In the case of devi-
ations in roadmarkings, beware of other road
users, e.g. cyclists that are in the direct vicin-
ity of your vehicle.

The system
requires the driver to keep his hands on the
steering wheel and to steer himself.

HOLD function

The HOLD function can assist the driver in the
following situations:

The braking effect is canceled and the HOLD
function deactivated when you depress the
accelerator pedal to pull away.

AIRMATIC

General notes
AIRMATIC is an air suspension with variable
damping for improved driving comfort. All-
round level control ensures the best possible
suspension and constant ground clearance,
even with a laden vehicle. When you drive
fast, the vehicle is lowered automatically to
improve driving safety and to reduce fuel con-
sumption. There is also the option tomanually
adjust the vehicle level. AIRMATIC consists of
level setting, level control and the Adaptive
Damping System ADS.
The vehicle level can be set using the AGILITY
SELECT switch (: page 167) or the level but-
ton (: page 198). The setting always corre-
sponds to the last selected function.

Important safety notes

( WARNING
When the vehicle is being lowered, people
could become trapped if their limbs are
between the vehicle body and the wheels or
underneath the vehicle.

The Adaptive Damping System automatically
controls the calibration of the dampers.

Zyour driving style, e.g. sporty
Zthe road surface condition, e.g. bumps
Zyour individual selection, i.e. sports or com-
fort

Your selection remains stored even if you
remove the SmartKey from the ignition lock.

Sports tuning
In the "Sport" and "Sport Plus" drive pro-
grams, the firmer suspension setting ensures
even better contact with the road. Select this
mode when employing a sporty driving style,
e.g. on winding country roads.
9 Select the S or S+ drive program with the
AGILITY SELECT switch (: page 167).
The vehicle is lowered by 0.6 in (15 mm)
compared to the normal level.

Comfort tuning
In the "Eco" and "Comfort" drive programs,
the driving characteristics of your vehicle are
more comfortable. Therefore, select this
mode if you favor a more comfortable driving
style. Select comfort mode also when driving
fast on straight roads, e.g. on straight
stretches of highway.
9 Select the E or C drive program with the
AGILITY SELECT switch (: page 167).
The vehicle is raised to the normal level.
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When driving at speeds above 80 mph
(125 km/h), the vehicle is automatically low-
ered by 0.6 in (15 mm) in the E and C drive
programs. When driving at speeds below
50mph (80 km/h) the vehicle is raised again.

4MATIC (permanent four-wheel drive)
4MATIC ensures that all four wheels are per-
manently driven. Together with ESPÈ, it
improves the traction of your vehicle when-
ever a drive wheel spins due to insufficient
grip.
If you fail to adapt your driving style, 4MATIC
can neither reduce the risk of accident nor
override the laws of physics. 4MATIC cannot
take account of road, weather and traffic con-
ditions. 4MATIC is only an aid. You are
responsible for the distance to the vehicle in
front, for vehicle speed, for braking in good
time and for staying in your lane.
If a drive wheel spins due to insufficient grip:
ZOnly depress the accelerator pedal as far as
necessary when pulling away.

ZAccelerate less when driving.

! Never tow the vehicle with one axle
raised. This may damage the transfer case.
Damage of this sort is not covered by the
Mercedes-Benz Limited Warranty. All
wheelsmust remain either on the ground or
be fully raised. Observe the instructions for
towing the vehicle with all wheels in full
contact with the ground.

d In wintry driving conditions, themaximum
effect of 4MATIC can only be achieved if
you use winter tires (M+S tires), with snow
chains if necessary.

PARKTRONIC

Important safety notes
PARKTRONIC is an electronic parking aid with
ultrasonic sensors. It monitors the area
around your vehicle using six sensors in the

front bumper and six sensors in the rear
bumper. PARKTRONIC indicates visually and
audibly the distance between your vehicle
and an object.
PARKTRONIC is only an aid. It is not a replace-
ment for your attention to your immediate
surroundings. You are always responsible for
safe maneuvering, parking and exiting a park-
ing space. When maneuvering, parking or
pulling out of a parking space, make sure that
there are no persons, animals or objects in
the area in which you are maneuvering.

! When parking, pay particular attention to
objects above or below the sensors, such
as flower pots or trailer drawbars.
PARKTRONIC does not detect such objects
when they are in the immediate vicinity of
the vehicle. You could damage the vehicle
or the objects.
The sensorsmay not detect snow and other
objects that absorb ultrasonic waves.
Ultrasonic sources such as an automatic
car wash, the compressed-air brakes on a
truck or a pneumatic drill could cause
PARKTRONIC to malfunction.
PARKTRONICmay not function correctly on
uneven terrain.

PARKTRONIC is activated automatically when
you:
Zswitch on the ignition
Zshift the transmission to position D, R or N
PARKTRONIC is deactivated at speeds above
11 mph (18 km/h). It is reactivated at lower
speeds.

Active Parking Assist

General notes
Active Parking Assist is an electronic parking
aid with ultrasound. It measures the road on
both sides of the vehicle. A parking symbol
indicates a suitable parking space. Active
steering intervention and brake application
can assist you during parking and when exit-
ing a parking space. You may also use
PARKTRONIC (: page 199).

Important safety notes
Active Parking Assist is merely an aid. It is not
a replacement for your attention to your
immediate surroundings. You are always
responsible for safe maneuvering, parking
and exiting a parking space. Make sure that
no persons, animals or objects are in the
maneuvering range.
When PARKTRONIC is switched off, Active
Parking Assist is also unavailable.

( WARNING
While parking or pulling out of a parking
space, the vehicle swings out and can drive
onto areas of the oncoming lane. This could
result in a collision with another road user.
There is a risk of an accident.
Pay attention to other road users. Stop the
vehicle if necessary or cancel the Active Park-
ing Assist parking procedure.

! If unavoidable, you should drive over
obstacles such as curbs slowly and not at a
sharp angle. Otherwise, you may damage
the wheels or tires.

Active Parking Assist may possibly indicate
parking spaces which are not suitable for
parking, for example:
Zwhere parking or stopping is prohibited
Zin front of driveways or entrances and exits
Zon unsuitable surfaces
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Parking tips:
ZOn narrow roads, drive as close to the park-
ing space as possible.

ZParking spaces that are littered or over-
grown might be identified or measured
incorrectly.

ZParking spaces that are partially occupied
by trailer drawbars might not be identified
as such or be measured incorrectly.

ZSnowfall or heavy rainmay lead to a parking
space being measured inaccurately.

ZPay attention to the PARKTRONIC
(: page 200) warning messages during the
parking procedure.

ZYou can intervene in the steering procedure
to correct it at any time. Active Parking
Assist will then be canceled.

ZWhen transporting a load which protrudes
from your vehicle, you should not use
Active Parking Assist.

ZNever use Active Parking Assist when snow
chains are installed.

ZMake sure that the tire pressures are
always correct. This has a direct influence
on the parking characteristics of the vehi-
cle.

Use Active Parking Assist for parking spaces:
Zparallel or at right angles to the direction of
travel

Zthat are on straight roads, not bends
Zthat are on the same level as the road, e.g.
not on the pavement

Detecting parking spaces
Objects located above the height range of
Active Parking Assist will not be detected
when the parking space is measured. These
are not taken into account when the parking
procedure is calculated, e.g. overhanging
loads, tail sections or loading ramps of goods
vehicles.

( WARNING
If there are objects above the detection range:
ZActive Park Assist may steer too early
Zthe vehicle may not stop in front of these
objects.

You may cause a collision as a result. There is
a risk of an accident.
If there are objects above the detection range,
stop and deactivate Active Parking Assist.

Active Parking Assist does not assist you
parking in spaces at right angles to the direc-
tion of travel if:

Active Parking Assist is switched on automat-
ically when driving forwards. The system is
operational at speeds of up to approximately
22 mph (35 km/h). While in operation, the
system independently locates and measures
parking spaces on both sides of the vehicle.
Active Parking Assist will only detect parking
spaces:
Zparallel or at right angles to the direction of
travel

Zthat are parallel to the direction of travel
and at least 59 in (1.5 m) wide

Zthat are parallel to the direction of travel
and at least 39.5 in (1.0m) longer than your

Zthat are at right angles to the direction of
travel and at least 39.5 in (1.0 m) wider
than your vehicle

d Note that Active Parking Assist cannot
measure the length of a parking space if it
is at right angles to the direction of travel.
You will need to judge whether your vehicle
will fit in the parking space.

When driving at speeds below 19 mph
(30 km/h), you will see the parking symbol as
a status indicator in the instrument cluster.
When a parking space has been detected, an
arrow towards the right or the left also
appears. By default, Active Parking Assist
only displays parking spaces on the front-
passenger side. Parking spaces on the driv-

er's side are displayed as soon as the turn
signal on the driver's side is activated. When
parking on the driver's side, this must remain
switched on until you acknowledge the use of
Active Parking Assist by pressing the´
button on the multifunction steering wheel.
The system automatically determines
whether the parking space is parallel or at
right angles to the direction of travel.
A parking space is displayed while you are
driving past it, and until you are approx-
imately 50 ft (15 m) away from it.

As soon as the parking procedure is com-
plete, the ParkPark AssistAssist SwitchedSwitched OffOffmes-
sage appears and a warning tone sounds.

The vehicle is kept stationary without the
driver having to depress the brake pedal. The
braking effect is canceled when you depress
the accelerator pedal.
Active Parking Assist no longer supports you
with steering interventions and brake appli-
cations. When Active Parking Assist is fin-
ished, you must steer and brake again your-
self. PARKTRONIC is still available.
Parking tips:
ZThe way your vehicle is positioned in the
parking space after parking is dependent
on various factors. These include the posi-
tion and shape of the vehicles parked in
front and behind it and the conditions of the
location. It may be the case that Active
Parking Assist guides you too far into a
parking space, or not far enough into it. In
some cases, it may also lead you across or
onto the curb. If necessary, you should can-
cel the parking procedure with Active Park-
ing Assist.

ZYou can also select preselect transmission
position D. The vehicle redirects and does
not drive as far into the parking space.

To drive on, depress the
accelerator again.

Rear view camera

General notes

Rear view camera` is in the trunk lid handle.
Rear view camera` is an optical parking and
maneuvering aid. It shows the area behind
your vehicle with guide lines in the Audio 20/
COMAND display.
The area behind the vehicle is displayed as a
mirror image, as in the rear view mirror.

d The text shown in the Audio 20/COMAND
display depends on the language setting.
The following are examples of rear view
camera messages in the Audio 20/
COMAND display.

Important safety notes
The rear view camera is only an aid. It is not a
replacement for your attention to your imme-

diate surroundings. You are always responsi-
ble for safe maneuvering and parking. When
maneuvering or parking,make sure that there
are no persons, animals or objects in the area
in which you are maneuvering.
Under the following circumstances, the rear
view camera will not function, or will function
in a limited manner:
Zif the trunk lid is open
Zin heavy rain, snow or fog
Zat night or in very dark places
Zif the camera is exposed to very bright light
Zif the area is lit by fluorescent bulbs or LED
lighting (the display may flicker)

Zif there is a sudden change in temperature,
e.g. when driving into a heated garage in
winter

Zif the camera lens is dirty or obstructed.
Observe the notes on cleaning
(: page 334)

Zif the rear of your vehicle is damaged. In this
event, have the camera position and setting
checked at a qualified specialist workshop

The field of vision and other functions of the
rear view camera may be restricted due to
additional accessories on the rear of the vehi-
cle (e.g. license plate holder, bicycle rack).

d The rear view camera is protected from
raindrops and dust by means of a flap.
When the rear view camera is activated,
this flap opens.
The flap closes again when:
Zyou have finished the maneuvering proc-
ess

Zyou switch off the engine
Zyou open the trunk
Observe the notes on cleaning
(: page 334).
For technical reasons, the flap may remain
open briefly after the rear view camera has
been deactivated.
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Activating/deactivating the rear view
camera
9 To activate:make sure that the SmartKey
is in position 2 in the ignition lock.

9 Make sure that the Activation by RActivation by R
geargear function is selected in Audio 20/
COMAND; see the Digital Operator's Man-
ual.

9 Engage reverse gear.
The rear view camera flap opens. The area
behind the vehicle is shownwith guide lines
in the Audio 20/COMAND display.
The image from the rear view camera is
available throughout the maneuvering
process.

To deactivate: the rear view camera deacti-
vates if you shift the transmission toP or after
driving forwards a short distance.

Messages in the Audio 20/COMAND
display
The rear view camera may show a distorted
view of obstacles, show them incorrectly or
not at all. The rear view camera does not show
objects in the following positions:
Zvery close to the rear bumper
Zunder the rear bumper
Zin the area immediately above the tailgate
handle

! Objects not at ground level may appear to
be further away than they actually are, e.g.:
Zthe bumper of a parked vehicle
Zthe drawbar of a trailer
Zthe ball coupling of a trailer tow hitch
Zthe rear section of an HGV
Za slanted post
Use the guidelines only for orientation.
Approach objects no further than the bot-
tom-most guideline.

Object detection
The rear view camera helps detect moving
and stationary objects. If an object (person,
vehicle or other obstacle) is detected, this
object is marked with a bar. Objects located
some distance from the vehicle away are
marked with a yellow bar. If the distance to
the object is very small, the bar is displayed in
red.
Object detection only works in full screen
mode.
To ensure that you can use the function, it
must be switched on in Audio 20/COMAND;
see the separate operating instructions.

360Á camera (surround view)

General notes
The 360Á camera is a system consisting of
four cameras.
The system analyzes images from the follow-
ing cameras:
ZRear view camera
ZFront camera
ZTwo cameras in the exterior rear view mir-
rors

The cameras capture the immediate sur-
roundings of the vehicle. The system sup-
ports you, for example when parking or if
vision is restricted at an exit.
You can show pictures from the 360Á camera
in full-screen mode or in six different split-
screen views on the COMAND/Audio 20 dis-
play. A split-screen view also includes a top
view of the vehicle. This view is calculated
from the data supplied by the installed cam-
eras (virtual camera).
The six split-screen views are:

Ztop view and picture from the rear view
camera (130Á viewing angle)

Ztop view and image from the front camera
(130Á viewing angle without displaying the
maximum steering wheel angle)

Ztop view and enlarged rear view
Ztop view and enlarged front view
Ztop view and pictures from the rearward
facing mirror cameras (rear wheel view)

Ztop view and pictures from the forward
facing mirror cameras (front wheel view)

When the function is active and you shift the
transmission fromD or R toN, the guide lines
in the COMAND display are hidden.
When you change between transmission
positions D and R, you see the previously
selected front or rear view.

Important safety notes
The 360Ácamera is only an aid and may show
a distorted view of obstacles, show them
incorrectly or not at all. The 360Ácamera is
not a substitute for attentive driving.
You are always responsible for safe maneu-
vering and parking. When maneuvering or
parking, make sure that there are no persons,
animals or objects in the area inwhich you are
maneuvering.

This
applies to the areas behind, in front of and
beside the vehicle.

Zif the camera lenses fog up, e.g. when driv-
ing into a heated garage in winter, causing
a rapid change in temperature

Zif the camera lenses are dirty or covered
Zif the vehicle components in which the
cameras are installed are damaged. In this
event, have the camera position and setting
checked at a qualified specialist workshop.

Do not use the 360Á camera in this case. You
can otherwise injure others or cause damage
to objects or the vehicle.
Guide lines are always shown at road level.
The camera in the rear area is protected by
means of a flap. This flap opens when the
360Á camera is activated. Observe the notes
on cleaning (: page 335). For technical rea-
sons, the flap may remain open briefly after
the 360Á camera has been deactivated.

Activation conditions
The 360Á camera image can be displayed if:
ZCOMAND/Audio 20 is switched on, see the
Digital Operator's Manual

Zthe 360± Camera360± Camera function is switched on
d If the 360Á camera is activated at speeds
above 19 mph (30 km/h) a warning mes-
sage appears.

ATTENTION ASSIST

General notes
ATTENTION ASSIST helps you during long,
monotonous journeys, such as on highways.
It is active in the 37 mph (60 km/h) to
125 mph (200 km/h) range.

You can have current status information dis-
played in the assistance menu (: page 244)
of the on-board computer.

Lane Keeping Assist monitors the area in
front of your vehicle with camera`, which is
mounted at the top of the windshield. Active
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LaneKeepingAssist detects lanemarkings on
the road and can warn you before you leave
your lane unintentionally.

Active Lane Keeping Assist

General notes

Active Lane Keeping Assist monitors the area
in front of your vehicle by means of camera
system` at the top of the windshield. Vari-
ous different areas to the front, rear and side
of your vehicle are alsomonitoredwith the aid
of the radar sensor system. Active Lane Keep-
ing Assist detects lane markings on the road
and can warn you before you leave your lane
unintentionally. If you do not react to the
warning, a lane-correcting application of the
brakes can bring the vehicle back into the
original lane.

Speed-/Odometer:Speed-/Odometer: function on the on-board
computer (: page 248), Active Lane Keeping
Assist is activated starting at a speed of
60 km/h. If the milesmiles display unit is selected,
the assistance range begins at 40 mph.
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Important safety notes
If you fail to adapt your driving style, Active
Lane Keeping Assist can neither reduce the
risk of accident nor override the laws of phys-
ics. Active Lane Keeping Assist cannot take
account of road and weather conditions. It
may not recognize traffic situations. Active
Lane Keeping Assist is only an aid. You are
responsible for the distance to the vehicle in
front, for vehicle speed, for braking in good
time and for staying in your lane.
Active Lane Keeping Assist cannot continu-
ously keep your vehicle in its lane.

Warning vibration in the steering wheel
A warning may be given if a front wheel
passes over a lanemarking. It will warn you by
means of intermittent vibration in the steer-
ing wheel for up to 1.5 seconds.

Lane-correcting brake application
If you leave your lane, under certain circum-
stances the vehicle will brake briefly on one
side. This is meant to assist you in bringing
the vehicle back to the original lane.

( WARNING
A lane-correcting brake application cannot
always bring the vehicle back into the original
lane.

Zclearly brake or accelerate
A lane-correcting brake application is inter-
rupted automatically if:
